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Markides orders probe into police brutality (27/10/98)

ATTORNEY-GENERAL Alecos Markides yesterday appointed two people to investigate allegations of
police brutality against a group of illegal immigrants awaiting deportation at a Larnaca detention
centre.

The severity of the beating given to some of the immigrants brought a barrage of criticism against the
police yesterday from shocked government ministers and senior politicians, including President
Clerides.

Markides' decision to appoint independent investigators was officially announced by government
spokesman Christos Stylianides, who said the incident was being taken very seriously at the highest
levels.

TV footage released on Saturday showed anti-terrorist police - some in large groups - viciously
clubbing, kicking and stomping on the African immigrants during a riot in which tear gas was used at
detention cells late on Friday night.

In all, around ten people, including one policeman, were treated at Larnaca hospital for injuries,
including respiratory problems suffered as a result of the tear gas.

"The government is saddened by the TV pictures, but the appointment of the investigators indicates its
great sensitivity on human rights issues," Stylianides said.

"The investigation will look into any possible criminal offence by members of the police force."

Eurodemocratic party leader and presidential advisor Alexis Galanos, who met the President earlier,
said Clerides had also been "disturbed" by the scenes.

Foreign Minister Yiannakis Cassoulides told journalists he was personally shocked by the TV footage
and that they would only harm Cyprus' reputation abroad.

"When I saw the scenes I was shocked," Cassoulides said. "I hope this will not be broadcast to the
outside world."

Earlier yesterday. Markides, who also saw the footage, said the behaviour of the anti-riot police
tarnished the reputation of Cyprus abroad.

Markides told the press he had personally watched the video clip, but had not be able to do anything
until he received an official complaint, which he did yesterday from the island's Human Rights
Association.

"I believe all that I have seen warrants a criminal investigation," Markides said. "I saw pictures of an
individual on the ground being brutally attacked."

Markides said that it appeared, based on preliminary evidence, that riot police did not use reasonable
force.

"It is unacceptable and does no honour to a civilised state," he said.

The 48 immigrants at Larnaca rioted late on Friday night after being informed that several Nigerians
among them would be deported on Saturday morning.

After setting fire to their bedclothes, the immigrants refused to leave their cells. It was then that
members of the rapid-reaction force, Mmad, moved in to remove them.

Officers used tear gas to force the men into the yard of the detention centre, where they were made to
lie face-down on the ground.
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Justice Minister Nicos Koshis said whether or not unreasonable force had been used by the police would
be determined by the investigation.

Speaking of the group awaiting deportation at Larnaca, Koshis said: "They have proved troublesome
and do not want to co-operate with the authorities."

"We have a serious problem with illegal immigrants, and it's a problem we need to contain and solve,
especially when there are reports of more coming, " the Minister added.

The Minister spoke of the need for the construction of special detention centres.

Officials estimate that some 5,000 illegal immigrants are on the island, with a recent influx coming
through Lebanon.

Interior Minister Dinos Michaelides is expected to travel to Lebanon and Syria to hold talks on stopping
the flow of human traffic to the island.

Four of the nine Nigerians due to be deported on Saturday but refused entry on the Balkan Airlines
flight to take them to Lagos via Sofia, were finally sent home via Beirut on Sunday. The other five
remain at Larnaca airport.

Until late August, the Africans had been housed at the Pefkos Hotel in Limassol, along with fellow
passengers found starving and sick aboard a ship floating off the coast of the island in June.

Of the original 113 passengers rescued from the Ridallah, some 50 still remain at the Pefkos, while
others have already been deported.

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Tourists flee after racist attack (09/01/99)

FOUR BLACK British tourists have left Cyprus after being badly beaten by a racist gang of Cypriot
bikers in Ayia Napa. Tourism sources say the attack, which happened last Friday, was not an isolated
incident: there has been an increasing number of reported episodes involving black British nationals on
holiday here. This is a worrying trend which the British High Commission in Nicosia is monitoring
closely.” We are aware of reports of racist attacks against British nationals in Ayia Napa,” High
Commission spokesman Jonathan Allen told the Cyprus Mail yesterday. "We take all reports seriously...
officials from the High Commission have discussed these reports with the Cyprus police and will
continue to do so,” he added. One of the Britons ended up in an Ayia Napa clinic — where he arrived
unconscious and spent two days recovering — following the vicious assault. Once he was able to move,
the group fled the island on Sunday, saying they feared for their lives. They paid an extra £100 each to
leave Cyprus several days earlier than expected. Earlier, their tour company had moved the frightened
tourists to another hotel.One of the men phoned the British High Commission in Nicosia claiming local
police did not take their case seriously.” When the men went to register a complaint they were treated
more like criminals than victims,” said the tourism source. When their tour rep checked with Ayia Napa
police she was told that no official complaint had been made, said the source. The High Commission
has expressed its dissatisfaction with the way British nationals are treated by police.” We always follow
up complaints with Cyprus police but we don’t always get a satisfactory answer,” said Allen. Police HQ
in Nicosia told the Cyprus Mailthey had no record of an incident last week in Ayia Napa in which British
tourists were beaten up. The tourists were walking back to their apartment when they were set upon
by a gang of around 20 bikers and were told to “leave our country or we’ll come back for you tonight,”
informed sources said yesterday. An eyewitness told the Cyprus Mail that the tourists were badly
beaten and chased back to their hotel while two local policemen “just stood by and watched”. The local
police force has already been complained to by the British authorities for its “rough treatment” of
tourists who report thefts in resorts like Ayia Napa. “If tourists are unsure about police procedures or
treatment we urge them to speak to the British High Commission,” said Allen. In this latest case,
however, the High Commission has received no written complaint — which makes it difficult for it to
investigate police handling of the attack. The fishing village turned night club mecca is attracting more
black British holidaymakers because of its kudos as the ‘new Ibiza’.

Immigration under fire in Ombudsman’s report (14/07/99

THE HEALTH Ministry and Immigration and Land Registry departments have been named and shamed
in the Ombudsman’s 1998 report.

Immigration authorities are guilty of deporting foreign women solely because they get involved with
local men, Ombudsman Iliana Nicolaou states in her annual report. And the land registry once again
heads the league table of citizens’ complaints.

Nicolaou, appointed to the office in December, yesterday handed her annual report to President
Clerides.

It records that a total of the 947 complaints about state departments and organisations were
submitted to the Ombudsman’s office by citizens last year. Of these, 602 had been investigated by the
end of the year, and 233 had been deemed well-founded, Nicolaou notes.

The health ministry, land registry and immigration services are top offenders in the Ombudsman’s
book for 1998.

“The Immigration Department... seems to be facing problems of disfunction and inability... to meet the
volume of nature of the work before it,” Nicolaou notes.

“A significant number of the complaints submitted against the Immigration Department concern its
handling of issues concerning foreigners, mainly workers,” she adds.

“It was found that in many cases decisions had been taken by an unauthorised organ or that there
were deportations, of women mainly, because they had developed a relationship with Cypriots...,” the
Ombudsman states.

Many complaints were submitted against the Health Ministry, Nicolaou states. These mainly concerned
failure to provide adequate medical supplies, failure to provide treatment abroad for needy patients
and unsatisfactory therapy at the Nicosia general hospital.

“The Land Registry department continues to accrue the largest number of complaints from citizens,
concerning delays in dealing with their applications,” Nicolaou states.

“These delays often exceed three or four years,” she notes.

Nicolaou adds that delays at the Land registry have been given particular mention in every
Ombudsman’s report since 1991 — when the position of Ombudsman was created.

The report also notes that the overall number of complaints is down by 22 per cent compared to 1997,
when a record 1,225 complaints were submitted. But Nicolaou notes that this is at least partly due to
the fact that the office was vacant for a month and a half between the departure of her predecessor,
Nicos Charalambous, and her appointment.

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Pontians on receiving end of death threats and ‘blatant injustice’ (16/11/99

POLICE were yesterday investigating death treats against Paphos’ Russian Greek, or Pontian,
community. The threats to “burn alive” all Pontians came from a hitherto unheard of organisation
calling itself ‘Golden Dawn’.

Ombudswoman Eleana Nicolaou meanwhile issued a report condemning the “racist” deportation of the
head of a Russian Greek family in Paphos.

The Pontian community in Paphos has a bad reputation, often shouldering the blame for rising crime in
the coastal town. This bad name is now apparently leading to racist abuse against the community.

On Saturday night, ‘Golden Dawn’ posted its threatening proclamation on the front doors of the local
television station, Paphos TV.

Interior Minister Christodoulos Christodoulou condemned the racist statement as “irresponsible,” while
Paphos police chief, Spyros Koniotis, said the threats did not appear to be serious. Both Christodoulou
and Koniotis promised Paphos Pontians would be protected.

Police spokesman Stelios Neophytou yesterday said it was too early to say whether ‘Golden Dawn’
posed a real threat or not. “The threats are condemnable,” Neophytou said, adding that police had
stepped up patrols in the area of Paphos where Pontians lived some time back, and would contin

The foot patrols were introduced after persistent complaints that Pontians were harassing passers-by.

Among the most vociferous of the Pontians’ detractors is Paphos deputy Nicos Pittokopitis of Diko.
Pittokopitis has labelled Paphos Pontians thieves and rapists.

Socialist Edek yesterday issued a statement condemning the death treats from ‘Golden Globe’ and
calling on “certain” politicians to stop “cultivating a climate of xenophobia.”

But, according to the Ombudswoman, politicians are not the only ones guilty of blatant racism.

In a report released yesterday, Nicolaou describes how a Pontian man was deported for no reason at
all, even though he has a wife and two young children on the island.

Nicolaou said the Paphos police chief had justified the deportation on the grounds of “the Pontian
problem in Paphos.”

In November 1998, the Ombudswoman’s report states, the Pontian and two fellow-nationals were
arrested in connection with the theft of a bottle of wine and two small bottles of coke.

The father-of-two was later released without charge. But, three months later, he was arrested, held for
almost a month without charge, and then deported.

Nicolaou is scathing in her condemnation of the Immigration department’s part in the ill treatment of
the Pontian.

“The Immigration department contributed to complete this blatant injustice with the shoddiness and
indifference it showed, something not unusual for this department,” the report states.

Both police and immigration officials completely ignored the fact that the man had a wife and two
young children on the island, Nicolaou states.
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An appeal by the Pontian to the Supreme Court was scuppered by police and the immigration service.

“He was arrested like a common criminal, kept in Paphos police holding cells for almost a month and
then deported six days before his case was heard by the Supreme Court,” Nicolaou states.

The Ombudswoman suggests the state pay for the Pontian’s immediate return to Cyprus.

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Deportation of immigrants " defies international law’ (12/12/00

THIRTY-FOUR Syrians and Kurds were deported to Syria last week, despite pending applications for
political asylum, a direct breach of human rights and international law. Although the Immigration
Department were yesterday unable to comment on the matter, the evidence suggests that all 34 were
shipped back to Lebanon on the ill-fated Royal Prince.

Deportation without trial for political asylum seekers, contravenes international treaties signed by
Cyprus, including the European Convention of Human Rights. The Royal Prince left for Beirut on early
Tuesday morning, after a delegation from the Syrian government arrived in Cyprus on Monday.

Cyprus operates two bi-lateral treaties with Syria and Lebanon for the return of all illegal immigrants,
caught and deported from Cyprus. The UNHCR sent a letter to the government on Tuesday - the same
day that the immigrants were deported — warning them of the 34 pending cases.

But by Wednesday morning, the 34 had left Wing 10, Nicosia Prison. President of the Immigrant
Support Action Group (ISAG) Doros Polycarpou yesterday accused the government of perpetrating
racism, and violating agreements signed by the Attorney-General Alecos Markides at Strasbourg to
cooperate with racism and battle against discrimination.

“The Interior Ministry is acting in exactly the opposite way. Government statements make the
population feel really threatened. We only have 100 political refugees and they're telling us we're not
in a position to accept any more,” said Polycarpou. Interior Minister Christodoulos Christodoulou
tightened the screws on asylum seekers in a series of speeches this month.

He claimed many immigrants were bogus asylum seekers, who made false claims just to stay in
Cyprus. Two weeks ago he announced that foreign workers who have pending court cases against their
employers will be forced to return to their home countries until their case reached the courts. “The
government is not respecting their own law or the international conventions. We are asking for a public
discussion about these issues, but they are refusing to discuss it,” said Polycarpou.

The ISAG also criticised the UNHCR for not standing up against the government in public over
violations of the law. The Syrians arrived in Cyprus on November 17. On November 23, some of the
party confirmed their intention to seek political asylum.

On November 28, representatives of the UNHCR visited them in prison to take their details and apply
for their release. Earlier this month a Sudanese man was extradited 36 hours before his case was due
to be heard in the Supreme Court.

He was extradited without trial, despite allegations that he faced persecution and torture in Sudan. His
lawyer Nicolas Angelides said the government’s gross violation of human rights jeopardises the
country’s international reputation and ridicules plans for EU membership.

Angelides was told on the highest authority that government policy permitted the immediate
deportation of any illegal aliens as soon as they were caught. Cyprus adopted the Refugee Act on 31
January 2000. The government has still failed to establish a national body to review political asylum
cases - a further breach in the European Convention of Human Rights.

The UNHCR said the number of applications for political asylum had jumped in recent years. In 1997
there were just 10 to 20, the figure for this year is nearer to 300.

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Pontians protest over racist attacks (09/01/01)

POLICE were yesterday looking into an apparent racist incident in which Pontian Greek residents of
Limassol claim they were set upon by locals.

Two men have been detained in connection with the incident.

On Sunday night, Pontian residents of Omonia took to the streets protesting against the alleged
beating of three of their compatriots.

They asked for police intervention to end the attacks, while some charged the authorities were turning
a blind eye.

“They don’t want to stop this situation. Why?” one man asked.
Another said: “Cypriots view us as Turks and Albanians.”

A woman said one of the perpetrators had threatened her: “If you call the police I will blow your car
up.”

The trouble started on Saturday night outside a local bakery when a Pontian man was allegedly
accused by a local man of ogling his wife.

“He got out of his Land Rover and demanded to know why I was looking at his wife,” the man said.
The Pontian denied doing any such thing, and the man allegedly attacked and punched him in the face.

On Sunday night three Pontian men in a car were allegedly intercepted and beaten by locals while their
windshield was smashed with a stone.

Police said they were looking for two more men.

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Ultra-nationalist group threatens more attacks against Anastassiades and
other ‘yes’ voters (06/05/04)

May 6, 2004

AN obscure ultra-nationalist group yesterday claimed responsibility for Tuesday’s grenade attack
against the home of DISY chief Nicos Anastassiades.

In a declaration found in a phone booth outside a Limassol supermarket at noon, the self-proclaimed
Cypriot Nationalist Organisation claimed responsibility for the dawn attack, which caused only minor
damage, and warned “traitor” Anastassiades to resign by May 11 or else Tuesday’s incident “would
constitute a minor warning”.

The group accused Anastassiades of spreading lies and misinforming the outside world about the
situation on the island.

The organisation made threats against Anastassiades’ family and all those who voted ‘yes’ for the
“treacherous plan”, stressing that Cyprus was “not for sale”.

Police spokesman Demetris Demetriou said this was not a new organisation but dismissed it as “lacking
seriousness”.

In the past the organisation had circulated pamphlets with anarchist contents, Demetriou said.
Police said the declaration had been typed out using a manual typewriter.

DISY deputy chairman Averoff Neophytou yesterday urged the government to spare no effort in
resolving the case and finding out who was behind the group.

“"We all have to assume our responsibilities; maybe we create such situations with our actions, our
positions and the tones we use; such situations take our country back to decades past,” Neophytou
said.

Justice Minister Doros Theodorou vowed yesterday that the police would not allow a return to the
practices of the 1960s.

“The state’s and the authorities’ determination will not allow a return to such eras, no matter how
much some brainless individuals strive for it,” Theodorou said.

The minister said police were investigating all possible scenarios, but said it was too early to draw any
conclusions.

Theodorou said there had not been any threats against Anastassiades’ life prior to the attack, apart
from information concerning provocations during the ‘yes’ rally at Eleftheria Square in Nicosia on April
21.

Police that night foiled the plans of a neo-nazi group Chrysi Avgi (Golden Dawn) some of whose
members, along with a few from Greece, were rounded up near the Municipal Theatre in Nicosia before
they could get anywhere near the rally.

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‘Frozen out’: Greek Cypriot battles to have documentary on 1974 killings

aired (04/11/04)

CYPRIOT filmmaker and writer Antonis Angastiniotis says the media has effectively banned a film he
made portraying the mass killing of Turkish Cypriots in the villages of Aloa, Maratha and Sandalari in
1974.

“"We claim European standards, European principles, European laws, but the TV channels didn't even
ask to look at the film,” Angastiniotis told the Cyprus Mail yesterday.

“Not even the Cyprus News Agency, which monitors all the news coming out of Turkey and the north,
mentioned that all the media, the Turkish-language organs were reporting on my film,” he added.

So far, Angastiniotis’ film has only been shown in the Turkish Cypriot north. But he says his target
audience is not Turkish Cypriots but Greek Cypriots.

“All Turkish Cypriots know what happened in these villages. It's the Greek Cypriots who don't.”

Angastiniotis’ 30-minute film, titled The Voice of Blood, gives a detailed account of how dozens of
Turkish Cypriot women and children of the three villages were killed and thrown into mass graves by
Greek Cypriots from neighbouring villages in the period between the two Turkish invasions in 1974. It
includes extensive footage and interviews with survivors of the attacks.

The filmmaker believes that despite Cyprus’ European and democratic credentials, it still has problems
coming to terms with its past.

“Let's face it: truth is truth. As a state you have to be able to face your faults, your mistakes, your
history,” Angastiniotis says.

Worse still, he believes there is an unhealthy attitude in the country that prevents people from airing
their views if they are out of line with government policy.

“There is terror. Some people even believe there is a list of who said ‘yes’ and who said ‘no’ in the
referendum.”

Angastiniotis is frustrated at the problems he has had getting his film aired.

“The media is being controlled. There is no other way of putting it,” he said, adding Sigma had strong
connections with the Presidential Palace, CyBC was a state channel, the Church influenced Mega and
Antenna had likewise backed the ‘no’ campaign.

Angastiniotis describes his project as “something I had to do”.

“If I didn’t do this I couldn’t sleep at night, and if they want to stop me making films on this subject,
they will have to shoot me”.

He adds, however, that he is not trying to paint the Turkish Cypriots as victim and the Greek Cypriots
as perpetrators.

"I never said the Turks did not commit war crimes. They did. But I am responsible for the Greek side. I
hope a Turkish Cypriot has the guts to do what I have done and make a film about Turkish atrocities,”
he explains.

The film is the culmination of several years of collecting data from archives and from chatting with
locals in coffeeshops. It was completed in August this year.

He says he was inspired to make it when he realised there was a gap in the knowledge of his
generation about the recent history of the island - especially regarding the events of 1963 and 64,
which he believes are brushed over by Greek Cypriot interpretations of history.
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But the film focuses on three villages on the plain between Nicosia and Famagusta and what happened
there when the men of the village were being held in prisoner-of-war camps in Limassol and the
Turkish invasion was underway.

“The Greek Cypriots of the neighbouring villages, along with army personnel attacked the village. They
shot the children, the mothers and the old people left in villages”

“For me it became a nightmare because all these years I had been convinced that everything we had
done was right.”

Speaking on behalf of CyBC television, Andros Pavlides told the Cyprus Mail he would like to see the
film to assess whether it was suitable for broadcast, but that he had had “too little time” to do so. A
spokesman for Sigma also said he had not seen the film because of time constraints.

All other channels denied knowledge of the film or the filmmaker, despite Angastiniotis’ insistence that
he written to them all telling them of it.

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Sacked for her headscarf (19/03/05)

FOREIGN women in Cyprus yesterday spoke of the racism and prejudice they often faced on the island,
as part of a series of events organised to highlight the question of discrimination on the island.

They were addressing an open discussion at the Mediterranean Institute of Gender Studies last night,
entitled: “migrant women: realities, problems, suggestions”.

Project officer Josie Christodoulou hosted governmental officials, active non-governmental
organisations, migrant women, and international students.

The aim of this discussion was to give migrants the opportunity to provide us with further insights on
their situation in Cyprus.

Suraya Afraseaby, a recognised refugee, of Afghan origins, was one of the key speakers. She came to
Cyprus with her husband five years ago. Suraya has no children and one of the main reasons that
brought her to Cyprus was the need for specialized medication.

When she first came, Suraya couldn't find a job, and the main reason was her headscarf. After a few
months, she decided to remove the scarf to be able to work. She got a job at the post office, but after
they asked her for her documents and saw her official photographs wearing a headscarf she was fired.
For her medication she was given the cheap medicines for free but had to pay the whole price for the
expensive ones, although the hospital knew her situation. “"Doctors sometimes tell me that the
medicine is not for refugees it’ only for Cypriots!” she said. Rahma Farah, a Kenyan student at
Intercollege, spoke of everyday prejudice. She said the most common problem was in the college
cafeteria itself, which is split in to two halves, one so called “Cypriot side” and the other called “the
international side”. Rahma says that when international students decide to sit on the Cypriot side of
the cafeteria, they say, “we’re going to cross the border and sit on the Cypriot side”.

She added that the first word she had learned when she came to Cyprus was “mavri”, black, because
that’s what she was called every time she went anywhere.

Malkanthi Papageorgiou is an ex-domestic worker married to a Cypriot. She has been in Cyprus for
over eight years, and worked as a domestic worker for the first four years. Malkanthi says “when I first
came my employer was good to me, but with time things started to change, she asked me to change
my accent in English”. After working from one place and another Malkanthi finally settled down with
her husband here and is helping many domestic workers who are facing problems.

There will be another event held today, at 7pm on Eleftheria Square in Nicosia, where DVDs and videos
projection of films on racism will be shown, and also live music be played by Larkos Larkou and his
band. The event is free of charge.

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'Racist attack’ breaks out at traffic accident scene (20/04/05)

Sit-com actor says he was beaten up after his car was hit by another driver

April 20, 2005

AN ACTOR and chef living in Cyprus for 17 claims he was racially abused, physically beaten and then
locked in a police cell for 15 hours following a car crash in Limassol over the weekend. He has lodged a
complaint about the incident with the Ombudswoman.

Hounzanme Severin, originally from Benin, is a Cypriot citizen and lives here with his wife and
daughter. He reported to the Ombudswoman that he was racially abused by a police officer, then
beaten up and locked in jail. He now faces charges of hitting that same officer.

As Severin was driving from Limassol to Nicosia last Saturday at around 4am near the Yermasoyia
roundabout, a car driving in the wrong lane, crashed head on into him, he said.

“The car was in my lane, I had nowhere to go. It hit me straight on, destroying the left side of my car
and causing me to swerve on to the pavement,” Severin added.

According to Severin, he then got out of the car and waited for the police to come. A group of six or
seven people gathered at the scene. Despite asking them repeatedly, nobody told Severin who was
driving the other car.

"I didn't get to see who the driver was. But as I was standing there, a woman came towards me and
shouted ‘you f-ing black man, don’t speak’. So I responded, ‘who are you to tell me not to speak’,” he
said.

“Then five or six guys standing around started beating me. They put me on the ground, hit my throat,
my chest, my groin, knee, everywhere.”

Severin told the Cyprus Mail that the beating continued for approximately 10 minutes and only stopped
when a female bystander pleaded with them to stop.

"I was still in shock from the accident and I couldn’t see who was hitting me. They hurt my mouth,
knee, elbow, neck. Then I heard a woman crying nearby, saying ‘leave the mavro (black man) alone’.
They stopped hitting me. One guy picked me up, and told me ‘That lady you want to hit is a CID
officer’,” said Severin.

“But I never laid a finger on her. I simply asked her who she was to tell me not to speak. If she really
was a police officer, why didn’t she present herself to me? Why didn’t she come to me and ask if I was
OK? Nobody did, they just beat me.”

Five minutes later, the police arrived. According to Severin, the CID officer was the first to speak with
police arriving on the scene. “"She spoke to the police and then said ‘bring him in’. So, the policeman
turned to me and told me I was under arrest. I asked why and he said because I was fighting. But I
wasn’'t. They beat me up. I asked what would happen to my car, and they said just come with us.
Before I knew it, I was being driven to the station.”

After making his statement, Severin was asked to remove his shoelaces and other items before being
locked up. He was finally released at 7pm on Saturday evening after signing a statement that said he
had been locked up for hitting a police officer.
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Severin only found out yesterday from traffic police who was driving the car that smashed into his. It
was not the police woman in question.

"I told police when they arrived on the scene that I had been beaten up for about 10 minutes. At the
station I showed them the injuries on my arms and knees. Now I have to go to court, because I am
being charged with hitting her.”

On Monday morning Severin took the case to the Ombudswoman who is also responsible for
investigating cases of discrimination and racism on the island. “They took action immediately and
asked the Chief of Police to investigate what happened.”

Former Attorney-general, Alecos Markides, will be representing Severin as his lawyer. Severin works as
a chef for two European ambassadors in Nicosia. He also acts for Sigma television on the show I Takoi.

"I have had some trouble before, but this is the first time in 17 years that I have had to deal with such
racism in Cyprus,” he said.

“Now they have found themselves in the fire. They didn’t think I could do anything. They thought I
would forget about it, but they hit the wrong man.”

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Ultra-nationalist group in the dock after Turkish Cypriot beaten (02/08/05)

DISY and EDEK yesterday condemned an ultra-nationalist group believed to be behind the “barbaric”
beating of a Turkish and a Greek Cypriot at a Nicosia caf? on Friday evening.

Police arrested a 28-year-old former police officer in connection with the incident. He was remanded in
custody for four days on Saturday. The man is thought to be a member of the Cyprus branch of Greek
ultra-nationalist party Chrysi Avgi (Golden Dawn).

According to reports, the two men, who were with a group of other friends, were attacked and beaten
after it transpired that one of them was Turkish Cypriot.

The suspect and those with him then left the caf?.

Police, who were notified immediately, managed to track down and arrest the suspect at his home in
the early morning hours of Saturday.

However, the suspect is understood to be presenting the incident as a misunderstanding, which had
nothing to do with the fact that one of the victims was a Turkish Cypriot.

According to one source, he claims the two groups were sitting next to each other at the caf?; the
others were speaking in English and at one point the Greek and Turkish Cypriot pointed and laughed
towards the suspect and his friends, sparking the altercation.

Reports said the suspect asked them why they were speaking in English and he was told it was
because their friend - the Turkish Cypriot — was Lebanese.

It is understood that the suspect will claim he did not know the man was a Turkish Cypriot.
A police spokesman told the Cyprus Mail yesterday that no further arrests were expected.
An eyewitness to the incident yesterday refused to speak.

The suspect is expected to be charged with assault and inflicting actual bodily harm.

DISY yesterday urged the government to look into the incident without delay and take all necessary
action to prevent similar occurrences in the future.

The opposition party said it was concerned by the “Nazi organisation’s” recent activity and charged the
government with showing unacceptable tolerance towards it.

EDEK described Chrysi Avgi as a racist and fascist organisation, which offended the democratic feelings
of the people.

“It cultivates a climate of chauvinism, blind fanaticism, xenophobia and racism,” a party statement
said.

The party condemned the “barbaric and racist” attack, adding that it had submitted the matter for
discussion in parliament.

Chrysi Avgi claims to be a popular nationalist movement, which puts the national interest above all.

According to its website, it is against globalisation and the repression of society’s weaker groups while
it claims to protect the people’s interests and social justice. Its symbol is based on the Nazi swastika.

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Man goes on trial accused of racist beating (17/09/05)

September 17, 2005

THE trial of Christodoulos Nicolaides, the man accused of attacking and injuring a Turkish Cypriot and
his Greek Cypriot friend at a Nicosia caf? on July 29, began yesterday at the Nicosia Assizes.

The 28-year-old former policeman turned salesman made headlines after being arrested for allegedly
attacking two men, Greek Cypriot Marinos Kleanthous and Turkish Cypriot Sadik Aktan. The story
made bigger headlines when it was reported that Nicolaides was linked to the ultra-nationalist party
Chrysi Avgi (Golden Dawn).

Although there is no official Cyprus branch of Chrysi Avgi, there are a reported 28 members on the
island, of which, according to police, Nicolaides is the leader. Nicolaides denies those claims.

Nicolaides faces eight charges, which include causing actual bodily harm, assault and acting with intent
to incite hostility between Greek and Turkish Cypriots. He has so far denied all charges.

The court yesterday heard statements by three police officers. Kleanthous, a witness in the trial, also
made a statement saying that he did not see Nicolaides involved in the fight.

Meanwhile, the prosecution is also charging Nicolaides with the actual bodily harm of Turkish Cypriot
Veysel Toksoy, who was attacked in Troodos on March 13.

According to reports, Aktan and Kleanthous were with a group of other friends at the caf? when they
were attacked and beaten. Nicolaides was later tracked down by police at his home and was arrested.

Nicolaides later told police that night that the incident was a misunderstanding which had nothing to do
with the fact that one of the victims was a Turkish Cypriot. According to one source, the two groups
were sitting next to each other at the caf? when at one point the Greek and Turkish Cypriot pointed
and laughed towards the suspect and his friends sparking the fight.

The former policeman told the court, *I never hurt anyone. The Turkish Cypriot was not touched. The
incident happened after they verbally abused us.”

Fears that Golden Dawn supporters might turn up for the trial proved unfounded. The trial is set to
continue on September 20.

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Limassol racist attacks (01/02/06)

February 1, 2006

THREE Sri Lankan people were set upon and robbed on Monday night. The first incident was recorded
at around 6pm while two men, 25 and 21, were riding down Limassol’s Franklin Roosevelt St on the
elder’s motorcycle.

According to the police report, three young men, believed to be Greek Cypriot, who were on foot,
stopped the two men in the middle of the street and then demanded their money. When the men
refused, the young men attacked them and forced them into the parking lot of a nearby supermarket
where another eight men, also believed to be Greek Cypriots, set upon them.

While the elder of the two victims was fending off blows, his 21-year-old compatriot ran to a nearby
kiosk and he asked for help. Realising the second man had escaped, the assailants stole the 25-year-
old’s motorcycle, worth about £100, and sped off.

The 25-year-old was taken to the Limassol General Hospital where he was kept in for treatment for
serious bruises. The attack was preceded by a similar incident at around 10am on Monday in a nearby
area, which has led police to believe that it is the same crime ring.

The victim was another 32-year-old man from Sri Lanka. He told police that while he was on his bicycle
in Omonoia Avenue, he was approached by three young men who cut him off. With absolutely no
threats or demands they suddenly attacked him, throwing him off the bicycle.

They beat him around the head and then stole £25 from him. According to the man, who was taken to
the Limassol General Hospital, the three young men who attacked him spoke Greek.

Assistant Police Director in Limassol Tassos Economides expressed his intense concern over these
incidents, adding that he does not believe that this is a criminal organisation but just a number of
racist brainless young men with criminal impulses who attack defenceless foreigners they consider
weak and easy prey.

Economides has assured that police have taken measures to make sure such incidents will not
continue. The victims could not give many clues for the identification of the suspects, except that they
are about 15 to 16 years old.

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Disqusted at the racist abuse (15/10/06)

Sir,

I write to you in response to a recent letter on the darker side of Cyprus institutions.

The lack of surprise that the writer speaks of to the scandals regarding police activities, church
scandals and the like surprises me not one bit.

I have recently left Cyprus for good, having spent nearly three years there; having been disgusted,
shocked and outraged at the conduct of the police and immigration; the apathy by Cypriots and English
expats alike. I have seen the racism with my own eyes directed at those with a darker skin, and have
witnessed the abject racism towards immigrants who are too frightened to come forward and admit to
what is happening.

One incident I knew to have happened earlier this year was not reported because those that knew
about it were too scared to tell me more: I was fully intending to let your paper know. It involved a
Bangledeshi young man walking home alone, in the evening in Paphos; he was stopped by the
immigration/police, taken to interrogation rooms, beaten around the face, and forced to sign a
deportation document and deported. His friend, also a Bangledeshi, who is a friend of my husband and
mine, was so terrified after this incident, he was afraid to go out at night, but no-one would speak up.

The reason, of course, was fear.

Another incident I recall later this year was at Tombs of the Kings Road, Pafos. It involved an Iranian
friend of ours who worked (with the full protection of the UN) at a supermarket. I was talking to him
early one evening when the owner of the neighbouring shop started shouting abuse at him; all about a
petty incident of painting a small part of the fence that adjoined the two shops. The daughter of the
owner joined in; no-one else shopping took any notice, but I was concerned for my friend.

My friend was pushed by this man, but he had to get back to serving the customers in his shop, and it
was then that I spoke to this person and his daughter. I asked them why they were being so abusive
and when I told them I was English, hell had no fury, as the anti-English feeling that was flung at me. I
stood there listening and saying nothing until the two of them had finished their tirade of abuse at me
with the very frequent use of the ‘F’ word. According to them I should go back to England as I was a
thief, I had ruined their country and so on and so on.

The police were called by them, and five of them arrived! I spoke to one older policeman and tried to
explain what had gone on and to say that I had been thoroughly verbally abused for no reason and he
just turned his back on me; the respect one gets for being a woman and English in Cyprus!

We ended up at the Paphos Police Station with the Iranian owner of the shop, who is a friend. It was a
farce; initially the policeman dealing with us couldn’t believe what a fuss had been made about
painting a small bit of fence by mistake, but, that was until he interviewed the Cypriot shopkeeper, his
daughter and son. It all changed then, and at one stage he suggested putting my two Iranian friends in
a police cell overnight. I was aghast at this totally prejudiced reaction to a petty incident and
completely disgusted.

As it happens, eventually we had to come back the next day to make a statement, but it was a very
unpleasant and unnecessary and blatantly racial reaction by the police.
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The outcome of this incident was that the neighbouring shopkeeper dropped all charges a few days
later as we had taken legal advice from a prominent and very good solicitor, but the whole thing left a
very bitter taste in my mouth.

I'll say no more, but there are many more occasions I could write about. I will end this letter by saying
that I am so very glad to be back in the UK, where this just could not happen without those
responsible having to account for their actions. There is much more I wish to write about Cyprus and
intend to, but this will suffice for now.

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‘Locked away, sold, abused and unpaid’ (01/11/06

THE MAJORITY of women who work in cabarets in Cyprus are victims of sexual exploitation, who arrive
on the island unaware of their new profession’s real duties.

The admission was made by a police spokesman at yesterday’s House Human Rights Committee, which
met to discuss the state’s Action Plan for human trafficking and sexual exploitation of minors, focusing
on the human rights of foreign workers - male and female - who are sold for sex in cabarets and
nightspots.

“There are women locked away in flats being sold, abused and unpaid,” said Committee Chairman
Sophoclis Fyttis of DIKO in his opening comments.

Discussions were focused on a point-by-point discussion of the action plan, which includes a separate
provision for foreign workers, who come to Cyprus seeking to work in cabarets and nightspots.

The committee heard how there had been a steady decrease in foreign women arriving in Cyprus,
searching for work in the island’s 65 dance clubs and 79 cabarets.

According to Chief Migration Officer Anny Shakalli, 2,928 entry permits were issued for women seeking
to work as dancers on the island, compared to 4,000 in 2005, 4,621 in 2004 and 4,898 in 2003.

Most women now come from Ukraine, Moldavia and the Philippines, while there has been a significant
decrease in the number of Russian and Romanian women seeking night work in Cyprus.

Shakalli told the committee that foreigners who apply to work in Cyprus under the specific profession
must first be approved by the Cyprus Tourism Organisation before an entry permit is issued.

And police spokesman Christakis Pavlou later said that men and women who arrive on the island to
work in cabarets, are put through medical tests for sexually transmitted diseases.

“If the tests are positive, then the applicants are deported,” he said, adding that these tests were
taken every three months after that.

Concern was expressed by deputies over last year’s Cabinet decision to house the shelter for victims of
sexual abuse at Nicosia Central Prison.

DISY’s Stella Kyriacidou said she was lost for words. “A shelter in the same area as the Nicosia Central
Prison? We are placing victims of violence in the most inappropriate area.”

Fyttis contradicted: “I disagree; it is the safest area for victims.”

The Head of immigrant support group KISA, Doros Polycarpou, said the shelter's location was
indicative of the prevailing situation.

He also raised concern over the delay in harmonising local legislation with European directives over
human exploitation.

“Proceedings have begun to sanction the Cyprus Republic over the delay. The European Commission
has begun an examination of the matter; if Cyprus does not comply with the directives it will be
significantly penalised.”

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Broken promises force women'’s shelter to close (21/11/06)

November 21, 2006

A WOMEN'S support centre has accused the government of withholding pledged funds, interfering in its
internal affairs, and repeatedly excluding the centre from participation in important committees, all of
which stem from what they have describes as the administration’s “hostile attitude towards human
rights”.

Women’s information and support centre APANEMI has sent a press report to the EU Human Right
Commissioner’s Office, claiming it was forced to shut down its newly opened women’s shelter because
the government only delivered £6,500 of the £15,000 promised to it.

Since 2004 APANEMI has assisted over 4,000 people — mostly victims of domestic abuse and human
trafficking and immigrants facing discrimination - by offering full counselling services, shelter care, and
vacation training.

Established in February 2004 with the recommendation of EU Commissioner for Human Rights Alvaro
Gil-Robles, APANEMI was pledged government support in the form of a yearly £15,000 grant.

But the organisation says it “started to feel an immediate antagonism” when the government
“deliberately left [it] out” of the National Advisory Committee for the Prevention and Handling of
Violence in the Family, a body which NGOs and other statuary agencies participate in.

In June the government paid APANEMI only £7,000, with “all attempts to cooperate with the state
officials resulting in pure frustration.”

The withheld funds forced the shelter to suspend operations in August.

After a number of meetings, on December 31 the government released the remaining £6,500 to
APANEMI.

With assurances from the Labour Minister Permanent Security that APANEMI would receive “fair and
honest treatment”, a new and more spacious shelter was opened.

“"We made the mistake of actually believing them,” said APANEMI general co-ordinator Julia Kalimeri.
“But after investing in the facility we found out in June that the state grant had been reduced by over
50 per cent to £6,500.”

“So we were forced to close the shelter in September, because we had already put in £20,000 of our
own money.”

Frustrated at the government’s unhelpful and combative stance, the centre has decided to continue
without government support.

“"We are not going to ask for any more assistance from the government,” Kalimeri said. "We would
rather raise the money through charities or go directly through the European Commission, independent
of government control.

“We wanted to cooperate with the government, but we've reached our limit. There are people at
APANEMI who’ve been unpaid for months now. Without volunteers we would have closed many times.”

Kalimeri noted that all private initiatives in Cyprus to establish and run women shelters have met with
“enormous antipathy” from the state with the exception of one shelter, which happens to be affiliated
to state agencies and wholly funded by state money.
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She also noted that in January the UNDP approved APANEMI to run a programme to deal with human
trafficking. “The Turkish Cypriot committee approved it. But the Greek Cypriot committee didn't even
convene to discuss it.”

In the press report to the Council of Europe, APANEMI claims the Justice Ministry has repeatedly
demonstrated its hostility towards human rights.

It notes that in one instance, then-Justice Minister Doros Theodorou snapped at an APANEMI
representative, “Support victims of domestic violence instead, but not asylum seekers. Change the
subject!”

During an August meeting with current Justice Minister Sophocles Sophocleous, the Permanent
Secretary allegedly demanded to know why the APANEMI representative had not requested
government permission before seeking funds from the EU, as if the organisation were beholden to the
government for its every decision.

At the same meeting, an official allegedly briefed the Minister that only 8 of the 27 victims of gender
violence hosted in the shelter were Cypriots, the insinuation being that the shelter was primarily
serving foreigners and therefore less meritorious.

Acting head of the Social Welfare Department Avgi Charalambous told the Cyprus Mail yesterday that
the reason the government gave the organisation only £6,500 this year as opposed to £15,000 was
confidential and could not be disclosed.

Another Labour Department official said that the increase in non-governmental organisations might
explain the reduction in funds.

But the government’s decrease in funding comes at the same time that there is official recognition
more resources must go towards combating human trafficking and domestic abuse.

In 2005, the Cabinet decided to house a shelter for victims of sexual abuse at Nicosia Central Prison, a
decision that the head of immigrant support group KISA Doros Polycarpou considered indicative of the
prevailing situation.

Are we doing enough?

IN JUNE, the US Trafficking in Persons report downgraded Cyprus from a Tier 2 to a Tier 2 ‘Watch List’
country (Tier 2 countries are making an effort to combat human trafficking, while Tier 3 countries are
making no effort), noting that countries like Nigeria, Chad and Rwanda are doing more to combat
people trafficking than Cyprus.

“Cyprus has been placed on a Tier 2 Watch List because of its failure to show evidence of increasing
efforts to address its serious trafficking for sexual exploitation problem,” the report said.

It noted that although Cypriot police arrested an increased number of traffickers in 2005, they were
unable to confirm whether a trafficking element was involved.

“The government of Cyprus did not demonstrate tangible progress in providing protection and
assistance to victims of trafficking in 2005. It fell short of targets established by the government’s own
National Action Plan. Although the government procured funding, obtained permits and signed a lease
for a shelter for trafficking victims, it failed to open it during the reporting period,” the report said.

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On 22.11.2006 a group of hooded youth entered the prestigious English School in Nicosia and attacked
Turkish Cypriot students. All political leaders and parties, youth organizations, church leaders and
human rights organizations condemned attacks against a number of Turkish-Cypriot students at the
English School by a group of hooded youngsters. The attackers came five different schools and are,
according to the Police, children of high class families; one person was arrested and others questioned.
The far right wing student group ‘EFEN’ (Ethniki Foni Ellinopsihon Neon) denied responsibility for the
attack, but admitted some of their members were involved, who were meanwhile expelled from their
organization (Politis, 27.10.2006). A heated public debate followed the incident, focusing on the causes
of the violence, the levels of racism and nationalism in Cyprus, the role of the education and school
system (school books, national curricula in promoting racial hatred) and the role of the media in
fuelling the attack. NGOs and some newspapers claimed that ‘EFEN’ and other far right groups (such as
‘Hrisi Avgi’) had been involved in racial incidents in the past but were never punished and that the
Police does not properly monitor and record racial incidents. Ministers of the government (Education,
Justice and the government spokesman) insisted that this was an ‘isolated incident’ that must not be
blown out of proportion and that there is no problem of racism and nationalism in Cyprus. Some MPs
joined NGOs in arguing that serious measures need to be taken to combat the rise of nationalist and
racist fervour, otherwise such incidents will dangerously multiply, particularly as the division of the
country continues. The assailants were subsequently charged with offences unrelated to racism
(unlawful entry, breach of peace etc) and were sentenced to a few hours of community work.

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Racist youths invade school — (English School Attack) (23/11/06)

November 23, 2006

A TURKISH Cypriot child was slightly injured yesterday after a gang of hooded pupils from surrounding
state schools burst into the English School in Nicosia, unleashing an attack against five Turkish Cypriot

pupils.

President Tassos Papadoupoulos immediately described the incident as “a detestable assault by
brainless criminals”, calling on the police to pull out all the stops to bring those responsible to justice.

The school’s management and teachers’ union issued a joint announcement, strongly condemning the
“cowardly behaviour” of the masked intruders and demanding that the culprits receive “exemplary
punishment”.

The incident came two days after daily Simerini published an article, claiming a Turkish Cypriot student
had spat at a Greek Cypriot classmate because the latter had been wearing a crucifix.

A police announcement said that at around 11.25am yesterday, about 15 to 20 people - obviously
pupils from other schools — entered the English School grounds.

“Two of them were holding planks of wood, while wearing caps and scarves, with their faces partially
covered,” said the police.

The two allegedly attacked five of the school’s Turkish Cypriot pupils, but ran off after Greek Cypriot
English School pupils intervened to protect their classmates.

“During the incident one Turkish Cypriot pupil was slightly injured on the face. Despite efforts by police
officers on the scene and the school’s teachers, the pupils involved refused to go to Nicosia General
Hospital for examination,” the police announcement read.

Police received a witness testimony yesterday, according to which three pupils from different schools in
Nicosia appeared to be implicated. Police were last night in the process of securing arrest warrants for
the three.

According to the school, the hooded pupils had entered the school grounds during recess and singled
out a small group of Turkish Cypriot students. Questions were raised over how the attackers knew
where to find them.

The President of the school’s student union yesterday admitted on CyBC that the culprits may have
been informed from the inside, but said there were a humber of other possibilities too.

He added, “This wouldn’t have happened if some newspapers hadn’t provoked with their articles, which
in many aspects were false”.

The claims by Simerini - widely believed to be the reason behind the attack - were yesterday denied
by the school’s Headmaster, Stuart Haggert, who told the Cyprus Mail that there had been a minor
incident between two pupils, but that it had been completely blown out of proportion by the
newspaper.

“There was a very minor incident between two pupils, where a Turkish Cypriot pupil saw a Greek
Cypriot pupil was wearing a crucifix, and because this was not natural for him, he reacted and spat on
the floor.

“But the incident was dealt with and the parents of both pupils are satisfied with the school,” said
Haggert.
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Describing the violent incident as “deeply shocking”, the headmaster added that good came out of it
too.

“As the day progressed, we saw a very positive side to the incident. Clearly the Greek Cypriot pupils
came to their classmates’ defence, which in itself contradicts people’s opinions that the English School
has problems because it has pupils from various communities.”

The attack was “intensely and categorically” condemned by President Tassos Papadopoulos and his
government.

An official government announcement said yesterday that “this criminal act from irresponsible
troublemakers exposes our country and undermines our attempts to cultivate a climate of friendship
and trust between our country’s two communities, for which religious issues were never a reason for
conflict.”

It added that President Papadopoulos had contacted the Chief of Police immediately after being
informed of the incident and given strict orders for an “immediate investigation into this unacceptable
action, so that the culprits can be found and arrested, and then brought before justice.”

Education Minister Pefkios Georgiades, along with his ministry’s Permanent Secretary, visited the
school immediately after hearing of the incident and expressed their total support towards the school.

But despite reassurances, Turkish Cypriot parents voiced their concern over their children’s safety, with
one mother telling Reuters: “I'm thinking of not sending my son back for a few days until the
necessary security measures have been taken”.

Another mother said: “Scuffles broke out, people were thrown to the floor and punched and kicked.
Other Greek Cypriots intervened to protect their classmates”.

Yesterday’s Simerini spoke of anger among English School pupils and parents, as well as teachers,
following its report on Monday.

According to the paper, Greek Cypriot parents were incensed by the school’s decision to issue a Code
of Conduct, which banned pupils from wearing symbols that were provocative towards the two
communities.

It also claimed that Greek Cypriot parents were unhappy at the school’s “favourable behaviour
towards Turkish Cypriots and that they were planning to protest to the school’s management.

But the school yesterday categorically denied that pupils had been asked not to wear crosses.

The English School is run by the government and is one of the few schools on the island that has both
Greek and Turkish Cypriot students.

Political parties across the spectrum yesterday united in condemnation of the attack.

AKEL spokesman Andros Kyprianou expressed his party’s concern over the “phenomena of nationalism
and chauvinism, which appear in the Greek Cypriot community”, but added that the same feelings also
exist in the Turkish Cypriot community, “which unfortunately some people appear to be encouraging”.

THE ENGLISH School yesterday issued a statement strongly condemning the incident.

“Such barbaric actions not only harm our culture, but they also serve the interests of our country’s
enemies, who falsely claim that Greek and Turkish Cypriots cannot coexist.”

The school said it had called on the police to intensify investigations, and make the culprits answer to
the law with exemplary punishments.
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“The School gives warm congratulations to the teachers and Greek Cypriot pupils who intervened and
protected the Turkish Cypriot pupils and forced the bullies to make an escape,” read the
announcement.

The school’s management and parents’ committee categorically denied Simerini’s claims that the
School’s pupils were ordered not to wear a crucifix at school.

“Such publications do not contribute to the cultivation of an appropriate climate for the School’s
smooth operation. The School, which is the only multi-communal state school [in Cyprus], puts great
efforts into offering a high level of education to all children, respecting their national origin, culture,
language and religion.”

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Youth remanded for English School attack (4/11/06)

A PUPIL was yesterday remanded in custody for five days in connection with the assault of Turkish
Cypriot pupils at the English School in Nicosia on Wednesday.

Police say the 18-year-old has confessed in a statement that he was among a gang of youths involved
in the assault of Turkish Cypriot pupils on English School grounds during a break on Wednesday
morning. Police received a witness testimony yesterday, according to which three pupils from different
schools in Nicosia appeared to be implicated.

In court yesterday, CID Sergeant Christofis Christofi said the police were investigating seven different
crimes against the suspect - inciting hostilities between the two communities, rioting, common assault,
trespassing, inciting tensions, disturbing the peace and conspiracy to commit a crime. The investigator
said that the police had not ruled out the possibility that the suspect might be part of a gang of pupils
intent on inciting hostilities between the two communities.

Another two pupils, arrested around the same time as the 18-year-old, were not brought before a
judge yesterday but are still set to be charged.

On Wednesday morning, a group of masked thugs entered the school grounds during break and
singled out a small group of Turkish Cypriot pupils.

The incident came two days after Simerini newspaper published an article, claiming a Turkish Cypriot
pupil had spat at a Greek Cypriot classmate because the latter had been wearing a crucifix.

The school’s management and parents’ committee have categorically denied Simerini’s claims that the
school’s pupils have since been barred from wearing crucifixes at school, but has admitted there was
an incident when a Turkish Cypriot pupil spat on the ground in reaction to another pupil’s crucifix.

The pupil has since apologised for his behaviour and his parents sent a written apology condemning his
act. The matter was then closed, with the parents of the Greek Cypriot pupil accepting the apology.

The pupil arrested in connection with the case is the child of divorced Bulgarian parents, but has
Cypriot nationality and has been living on the island since he was very young. He lives with his mother,
and attends the Pancyprian Gymnasium in central Nicosia.

Addressing the court yesterday, the investigator said, “At around 11.30am, a group of around 20
Greek Cypriot youths illegally entered the English School and attacked a group of Turkish Cypriot
pupils, punching and kicking them. According to eye witnesses, two out of the 20 youths were holding
sticks.”

Police who later arrived at the scene were informed that the culprits were from different schools and
that three youths, including the suspect, were identified.

“Upon his arrest,” continued Christofi, “the suspect admitted his involvement in the incident in a
written statement. However, he has since been uncooperative with police and will not name the other
culprits involved. We believe that the suspect was a protagonist in the incident.”

Police are set to take 11 statements from teachers and pupils of different schools but according to
Christofi “that number could rise as the investigations progress”.

Despite objections from defence lawyer Angeliki Karnou, Judge Klitos Hadjipittas sustained the
investigator’s request for a remand of five days because the suspect “appeared to be connected to the
crime that took place”. The judge also ruled that should the preliminary investigations be finished
sooner, the suspect should be released immediately.

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Racist vandals break into Paphos schools (29/11/06)

November 29, 2006

POLICE efforts to keep quiet a racist act of vandalism at a Paphos school at the weekend failed
yesterday despite instructions from above not to publish any information on the incident.

“"We were told not to saying anything or to make it known so as to avoid any provocation,” a police
source told the Cyprus Mail.

“"We don't ask why we’re told to do that but just follow instructions.”

The incident took place sometime between 2pm on Sunday and 7am on Monday and involved vandals
breaking into the school and spray-painting racist slogans about Russian Pontians on the walls.
Damage was also caused to the school’s doors and windows, and a pile of old nhewspapers kept in the
schoolyard was set alight.

The story was reported in Phileleftheros yesterday.

According to the school headmaster, who reported the incident, the phenomenon is a weekly
occurrence and despite efforts to keep the school secure, vandals repeatedly manage to force their
way in.

News of the racist incident coincided with the publication yesterday of the European Monitoring Centre
on Racism and Xenophobia (EUMC) 2006 annual report, which looks at racial discrimination and racist
crime data in all 25 member states. It also includes an overview of positive initiatives.

The report presents an overview in five key areas - racist violence and crime, employment, education,
housing, and legislation.

An important theme running through is the problem of the continuing absence of adequate data
necessary to evaluate problems and policies.

Presenting the annual report, Anastasia Crickley, Chairperson of the EUMC Management Board said:
“While discrimination against ethnic minorities persists across the EU, at the same time more and more
initiatives emerge to combat discrimination and racism, both from public and private sectors. We have
come some way, but we still have a long way to go. More targeted policies, the full implementation of
EU anti-discrimination law and better data collection systems are necessary.”

The report states that the fact that a number of member states still do not have adequate official
criminal justice data collection mechanisms in place, to record and make publicly available information
on racist violence and crime, would seem to indicate that the problem is neglected through much of the
EU.

Also because of the data deficits, it is not possible to compare racist crime rates between different
countries.

In the reporting period 2004-2005, no official data on racist violence and crime was available for five
countries including Cyprus, even though, following a 2004 Action Plan, local police in 2005 established
a mechanism for recording incidents as ‘racist’. However, despite the Ombudswoman’s
recommendations that particular incidents be recorded as ‘racist’, no offence has yet been recorded as
such, the report said.
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Because of the weaknesses in official data collection, NGO sources currently fill the knowledge gap with
regards to the vulnerable victim groups.

“According to NGOs, in 2004-2005, asylum seekers, refugees and immigrants were victims of racist
violence, sometimes suffering even abuse from public officials. Roma [gypsies] are reported as
particularly vulnerable to racist violence, including from police officers,” a EUMC press release said.

In Cyprus, the racism suffered by Roma extended to the educational system when “the parents
association of an elementary school closed down the school, demanding that the Cyprus Ministry of
Education should suspend the attendance of Roma pupils until confirmation was made that none of
them suffers from Hepatitis. Authorities agreed to the parents’ demand to submit the Roma pupils to
blood tests. After the blood tests had shown that none of the Roma pupils suffered from Hepatitis, they
were allowed to return to their school.”

Discriminatory content in schoolbooks was also noted when discrimination in schools was examined,
the report said.

Despite these findings, Cyprus has no available official or unofficial statistical data on racism and
discrimination in education at all.

Although a serious problem of discrimination in employment continues to exist, several developments
in 2005 suggest that awareness of discrimination in employment, and the need to do something about
it, is growing in the minds of policy makers in several member states.

However, in Cyprus the standard contract prepared by the immigration authorities for the employment
of migrant domestic helpers prohibits the employee from having any participation in any political or
trade union activity. A breach of these terms leads to automatic termination of the employment, of the
residence permit and of the work permit of the employee.

The report said although the Equality Body criticised this prohibition last year, as it was in violation of
the Constitution as well as EU directives, these restriction of rights continue.

The housing situation of immigrants and ethnic minorities is a major concern in all EU Member States
and in Cyprus particularly, asylum seekers are reported to face serious difficulties in finding suitable
accommodation.

EUMC suggestions for action against racism

| Member states should fully implement the EU anti-discrimination law and use of all its provisions
including positive action to ensure full equality in practice.

I Put in place more effective and comprehensive data collection systems and structures. EU
governments and the European Commission should promote training on data collection on
employment, education, housing and racist violence among others. Improved data collection will help
member states develop policies against racism and promote the message that racism is taken
seriously.

| Assess the non-discriminatory aspects and impact of government policy and practice regarding
religious symbols. Member states should explain clearly, and in a way which does not lead to the
stigmatisation of affected individuals or communities, the reason for the policy and its benefits for the
society. Member states need to ensure that such policies are consistent with non-discrimination and
equality legislation and principles.
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| Give greater importance to discrimination testing. Member states should join the ILO programme of
discrimination testing and train people to carry out testing in key policy areas of employment and
occupation, education, housing and accommodation, healthcare and access to goods and services.

| Develop and implement comprehensive National Action Plans (NAPs) to combat racism and
discrimination. NAPs should include a data collection and monitoring component and address the
following key policy areas: non-discrimination and equality; social inclusion; community cohesion,
integration; gender; education; employment.

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Media blamed over English School attack (15/12/06)

THE MEDIA Complaints Commission yesterday berated the media’s role in the recent violent attack
against the English School’s Turkish Cypriot pupils, though no punishments were announced.

The media - and newspaper Simerini in particular — were widely blamed for sparking the attack 15-20
Greek Cypriot pupils from surrounding state schools, after reporting that a Turkish Cypriot pupil had
spat at a Greek Cypriot’s crucifix. The claim was played down by the school’s headmaster, who said the
12-year-old boy had actually spat at the ground.

Simerini had also reported that Turkish Cypriot pupils in the School were enjoying preferential
behaviour at the expense of their Greek Cypriot classmates.

In an announcement, the Commission stressed “the high duty of the media and its operators to respect
and promote democracy and the other humanitarian values, to respect and promote human rights and
everybody’s basic freedoms and to avoid references against people that contain elements of
discrimination based on nationality, colour, language, religion, ethnic or social origin.”

The announcement avoids naming specific media outlets, and kept itself to general condemnations.

CYPRUS IS a country of destination not transit, for victims of sexual exploitation, a senior police officer
said yesterday.

Inspector Rita Superman said the majority of victims were from the former Soviet Union and the
Philippines.

She said: “In 2004, 66 victims were identified, with the majority from the Ukraine and Moldova. In
2005, 42 victims were identified again the majority of whom were from the Ukraine and Moldova. In
2006, following the largest police campaign to deal with the phenomenon, 81 victims of sexual
exploitation were found, again from the same countries.”

Of the victims identified in 2006, three had come to Cyprus as tourists, three as housemaids, three as
students, five were asylum seekers, 19 worked in bars, and the remaining 47 worked in cabarets, she
said.

Superman said beyond a violation of human rights, human trafficking was a form of organised crime
and its profits funded other criminal activities with among other things ties to money laundering,
drugs, forgery, and smuggling.

“It is a public danger for infectious diseases such as AIDS and also funds international terrorism,” she
said.

The officer was speaking at a seminar in Nicosia’s Hilton Park on ‘Action against trafficking in human
beings: prevention, protection and prosecution’.

Superman said: “If it comes to your attention that people, especially cabaret artistes, are being
guarded without being allowed to leave, their travel documents are withheld by their employers, that
they are terrified, threatened, insulted, and violated, forced to pay expenses to middlemen or even
prepay tickets before working or are forced to earn less money, are threatened with physical violence,
are obliged to work for long hours and have poor living conditions, then you can think that these
people are victims of human trafficking.”

The inspector said the majority of culprits were unfortunately Cypriot citizens and that since 2004
there was a steady increase in the nhumber of cases which were prosecuted, carrying a sentence of up
to 15 years imprisonment.

Superman said to combat the problem the public needed to become more sensitised and greater
cooperation was needed between national and international authorities.

“Among other things the police inform high risk groups that come from third countries with informative
pamphlets during their registration at the aliens and migration department. The force also undertakes
frequent, spot checks at establishments, and has recently issued an informative pamphlet directed at
the public with the intention of reducing demand.”

The police also cooperated with other state services, NGOs, and had recently introduced training
programmes at the police academy on the topic.

Since 2004 the police had set up a special office to combat trafficking in human beings, which
coordinated all police departments and activities that dealt with the issue, as well as interviewed
victims, she said.

“The police also closely cooperates with other organisations and services both nationally and
internationally. In 2006 the Cyprus police participated in 12 cases involving sexual exploitation abroad
through Europol and 12 others through Interpol,” she said.

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Extremists target KISA (01/04/07)

A FASCIST group is believed to be behind the vandalising of KISA (Action for Equality, Support and
Antiracism) headquarters in central Nicosia. According to the centre’s managers, the vandals sprayed
swastikas on the doors and walls of the colonial building headquarters in the old Nicosia area. The walls
of the building were also sprayed with the slogan ‘Zito to ethnos’ (Long live the nation).

KISA officials yesterday pointed out that it was the first time that the group have been physically
targeted by a neo-fascist or neo-Nazi organisation. “These people usually seem to target Turkish
Cypriots. Two weeks ago, a group of around 30 fascist youths gate-crashed a bicommunal event.
Enraged by the event, the youngsters shouted nationalist slogans and waved flags at the
demonstrators. Some were also caught on camera making Nazi salutes to the demonstrators.

KISA press officer Doros Michael says it is the first time a right wing organisation has specifically
targeted a centre in Cyprus harbouring and aiding immigrants and refugees.

“"We believe that this attack is most likely linked to recent events that were organised between March
17 and 25,” said Michael. "We had staged some events in a European week aimed at raising awareness
against racism. “We know from what has happened in Greece and it is vital that as a society we do not
allow organisations like these to get stronger. We know that they are not that strong because they
targeted us at night.”

The situation is still worrying and Michael noted the necessity for public awareness to stamp out the
problem before it escalates into catastrophic proportions. “We believe the best way to tackle
organisations like these is by creating awareness in schools, universities, colleges and places of
employment. We have seen a recent rise in the activities of organisations like these with examples
being the attack of Turkish Cypriot pupils at a school and in other areas on the island.

He continued, "We mustn’t let them get away with it. We need to pull together as a society and stop
them before the problem escalates.” The KISA centre hosts around 30 to 40 people from morning to
night at the centre including a further 20 people a day for its internet cafe. “It is a very active centre
and many friends and members visit the centre on a daily basis for cultural events and the like,” added
Michael.

KISA officials said they did not notify the police over the incident, saying they believed it was more
important for them to contact the media and create public awareness over the issue.

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Anti-nationalist Protest over the incident in English School (05/07/07

The organized attack by a fascist gang against Turkish Cypriot students in English School was neither
an isolated incident nor the work of brainless criminals. It is the result of escalating nationalist
excitement and cold war mood created by political leaderships in both sides. There was the arrest of
G/C journalists by Turkish Cypriot authorities, the arrest of T/C architects by the Greek Cypriot police
and just recently the arrest of two Ukranians because they bought a country house built on Greek
Cypriot owned land.

We cannot remain passive and just ignore such incident. The fascist provocation has to be answered.
Such incidents together with the rise of nationalism could lead to a renewal of inter-communal conflicts
and wars of the 1963-1974 periods. Similar incidents happened frequently in the 60s, like beatings,
setting fire in schools even assassinations organized by nationalist thugs of one community against
ordinary people in the 'other' community. The perpetrators of such crimes were considered as 'heroes’
inside their own community. If there was at the time an organized response inside each community
against those crimes we may have never experienced the bloodshed and suffering of the sad events of
'63-'74. Let us not allow history to repeat itself.

We must stop them.

The workers and the youth, the pupils and the students are those who can really fight back and reply
to this kind of acts of nationalistic hatred. The way that the Greek Cypriot pupils came to the defence
of their Turkish Cypriot classmates against the fascist thugs, who had broken into the school, was
really impressive.

We cannot afford complacency. The chauvinistic, warmonger and racist policies adopted by the political
establishment is the bedrock for the growth of fascist phenomena. There are the nationalistic rallies,
marches and 'protests’' staged each time under the blessings of prelates and politicians.

We need to confront in unity any chauvinistic attacks and events celebrating hatred. Stop the War
Coalition-Cy, the bi-communal platform of organizations and activists, calls for an anti-fascist protest
on WEDNESDAY 6 December, 17:00pm at Eleftheria Square and march through the nearby commercial
streets.

We should demand that the neo-Nazi organizations like "Hrysi Avgi" (Golden Dawn) and "EFEN" be
declared outlaw. In recent years these groups have been seeking to set up a base among the youth in
order to organise their attacks and provocations. Greek and Turkish Cypriots united with one clenched
fist can send the "Blue" and the "Grey Wolves" back to the dustbin of history. Say no to Fascism.

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‘We don’t have any sexual trafficking in Cyprus’ (07/11/07

HOUSE Human Rights Committee chairman Sophocles Fyttis yesterday confronted an international
expert on human trafficking, denying that Cyprus was a transit point for the sex trade.

Celhia de Lavarene, an international expert and author on human trafficking, was a guest at the House
committee yesterday.

De Lavarene, who is also the founder of the non-governmental organisation Stop Trafficking of People
(STOP), told the committee that Cyprus was a transit point for sex traffickers.

She suggested perhaps the authorities did not have the will to combat it, after DIKO deputy Fyttis
denied the island was a transit spot.

“You are not the only country with a favourable geographic location,” De Lavarene said. “You should
check your airports and ports. Possibly you don't have the will,” she added.

But Fyttis insisted that according to data presented to the committee by the police in the past, Cyprus
was not a transit point for trafficking.

“"Female artistes come here with some dodgy people who exploit them sexually, then go back to their
countries and then come back here,” he said, implying the women came here willingly to work as
prostitutes.

Then he appeared to contradict himself by adding: “Laws exist, the Constitution exists, and we have
drawn up since 2005 a plan of action against the trafficking in persons and minors. The involved
services are active in trying to decrease the problem.”

Fyttis said that in total 1,200 permits per year were given for foreign artistes working in 120 cabarets
so that the sector was controlled.

“Cyprus is not a transit station according to police data and data from the relevant authorities,” he
said, asking for proof that this was otherwise.

But De Lavarene turned the tables on Fyttis, saying she had already had a meeting with Police Chief
Iacovos Papcostas. “He did not deny anything and told me he was willing to work on it but could not do
it alone,” she said.

De Lavarene said she had also met Attorney-general Petros Clerides, who “denied everything” and told
her “no such thing existed”.

“That was a short meeting. It was seven to ten minutes,” De Lavarene said.

DISY deputy Stella Kyriakidou commented on the fact that the committee had heard during the
discussions that women were put to work in different bars “for training” before being channelled to
other countries.

Asked by other deputies whether this could be proved, Kyriakidou cited De Lavarene’s reports.

“It is known and we all admitted this happens in Cyprus,” Kyriakidou said, expressing concern that no
shelter has yet been established for the women who need it. "What we need to face is the issue of
providing help for these women,” she said. Kyriakidou also expressed concern that the proposed
location for the shelter was within the perimeter of the central prisons. This was an inadequate
solution, she said.
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“A shelter is needed within non-governmental organisation and not in old people’s homes as happens
today,” she said, adding that while there, the women can be approached by people who want them to
leave and often pay them off to go back home.

Earlier this year, Fyttis sparked outrage among human rights groups when he said there was no racism
in Cyprus. “We admit that there is little xenophobia, but it's not racism,” he said after Cyprus was
singled out for failing to submit data on race crimes for an EU report, because such crimes supposedly
did not exist in Cyprus.

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New movement maintains it is not racist (18/11/07)

Meeting set for today called off in light of Pyla shooting

THE MOVEMENT for the Salvation of Cyprus from illegal immigrants has cancelled its public gathering
slated for today following the fatal shooting of an asylum seeker in a police sting on Friday.

Savvas Droussiotis, a representative of the Movement’s organising committee, said yesterday the
event titled "Demographic Changes in Cyprus” had been postponed for at least two weeks.

Droussiotis said that after discussing matters with Justice Minister Sophocles Sophocleous, who was to
address the meeting, it was decided to postpone it at the last minute.

The event was also becoming shrouded in controversy after the European Network Against Racism
(ENAR), denounced the Movement.

Anti-racist groups had planned to demonstrate outside the event planned for today in Engomi.

In a joint written statement, combined NGOs likened the philosophy of the group to the “Nazis ‘saving’
Germany from the Jews”, and other Cypriot organisations such as the nationalist groups Golden Dawn
and EFEN, “who also believed themselves to be the ‘saviours’ of Cyprus”.

“"No one can dispute the extent to which immigrants have contributed to the economic growth of
Cyprus, offering cheap work to small and medium sized businesses and doing work Cypriots won’t do,
such as cleaning our pigsties and picking our oranges,” the statement said.

“So we should study the statistical data before we are ready to throw them into the sea.”

But Droussiotis said it was not the aim of the group to stir things up as far as immigrants were
concerned and rejected any notion that the movement was racist or xenophobic.

“Our aim is for the good and not to make any problems for immigrants,” he said. "So we thought in
view of the shooting on Friday it would be better to postpone”.

Droussiotis said the movement merely worried about the extinction of Greek and Turkish Cypriots from
the island over the next few decades and the planned meeting was to discuss how the government and
the Cypriot people should deal with illegal immigration.

“We are not xenophobic because we are not against people coming to Cyprus who are here legally.”

“"We don't say people are unwelcome. If they have a permit to work legally it is fine because they have
permission from the government and it means they are needed and welcome,” he added. “"We can
accept these people, but not illegals.”

Droussiotis said the fear was that if illegal immigration, especially that which comes through the north,
was not stopped soon, the problem would worsen. He said the group was organising seminars to let
people know about what could turn out to be a serious problem in a humber of years, given the low
birth rate among Cypriots.

He said illegal immigration was currently costing the government over £3 million per month.

“If they do not take measures, in a few years the problem will be tremendous,” he added.

Droussiotis said it was not only an issue for the government, and a case in point was the hiring of
illegal workers on building sites. “"The people who employ them must be made to understand the costs
to the economy of Cyprus as a whole, and to the people who are out of work,” Droussiotis added.

The group says on its leaflet that there are currently 700,000 Greek Cypriots on the island, 50,000
people from the EU nationality plus others who obtained Cypriot citizenship, and 160,000 legal and
illegal immigrants from non-EU countries.

In the north, it said there were 160,000 Turkish settlers, 50,000 Turkish soldiers, and only 60,000
Turkish Cypriots.
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This had already changed the demographic on the island, the group said, adding that immigrants now
represented 18 per cent of the total population, while the average equivalent in Europe was only 8 per
cent.

To keep levels at 8 per cent like in Europe, Cyprus must formulate a stricter immigration policy and
beef up the buffer zone, the group said. It must also speed up asylum applications.

Droussiotis said the Movement was founded around a year ago and had some 500 members. “But it's
growing every day,” he said. "We do not have a bad name and we will not in the future,” he added,
when asked whether the group could become a magnet for racists.

‘Global poverty drives millions to migrate’

JUSTICE MINISTER Sophocles Sophocleous came under heavy fire over his plan to speak at the
Movement'’s event, and a call to resign.

Yesterday the NGOs’ statement said the Minster’s participation would have made him a laughing stock,
not only in Cyprus but in the EU, where officials allegedly snigger constantly at Cyprus’ insistence that
there is no racism on the island.

But Sophocleous told Politis that just because he was to address the meeting did not mean he agreed
with the Movement'’s positions — if they were truly racist.

“In a democratic country we cannot censor anyone,” he said. "And as a society we categorically reject
racism and xenophobia.”

The Minister’s speech was released by the Press and Information Office on Friday, before the event was
cancelled. It clearly takes an anti-racist line and distinguishes between legal and illegal immigration.
Politis said it was the Minister’s “neutralising” of the subject matter in his speech that had caused
today’s meeting to be cancelled.

In his undelivered address Sophocleous spoke of global poverty and what drives so many millions to
leave their homelands to become immigrants while a handful of others control the world’s wealth.

He said immigration was now a part of modern life and was not an issue that would not be going away
any time soon. “The respect for diversity of culture, customs and religion is one of the main values of
democratic and modern societies,” the undelivered speech said.

“Consequently, we should treat foreigners and immigrants as people with the same value and the
same human rights that Cypriot citizens enjoy.”

Sophocleous laid down the economic benefits on the economy and cautioned that foreigners should not
be blamed for an increase in crime when data showed that four out of five serious crimes were
perpetrated by Cypriots themselves.

He said out of all complaints police dealt with in 2006, only 19 per cent were against foreigners. Out of
the 653 drug cases, only one third involved foreigners. The percentage was the same when it came to
murders, he said.

“Even if it emerges that the foreign population contributes to the increase in crime, these statistics
show that statements such as ‘foreigners are destroying our society’ are unfounded given that four in
five of all serious crimes are committed by Cypriots,” Sophocleous said.

“Not every illegal immigrant is necessarily a criminal and we should recognise the fact that these are
people facing multiple problems and this does not constitute an excuse for us to treat them with
disrespect.”

Combating illegal immigration was a matter for the government and the law, Sophocleous said.
Commenting on the number of illegal immigrants locked up in Block 10 at the Nicosia prison

compound, the Minister said there was a need to detain illegal immigrants until their cases could be
resolved, something which often took a lot of time, particularly when they destroy their documents.
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Sophocleous said the biggest source of illegal immigration was the north and there was a need to curb
it because no country, especially a small one, could shoulder unlimited numbers. In fact the EU
recently warned the government that it was not doing enough to secure the buffer zone.

The Minister said that in 2005 from the 5,191 illegal immigrants who entered Cyprus, 5,175 came from
the north and 3,911 asked for asylum.

In 2006 the pattern was the same, and up to the end of August this year 3,200 illegal immigrants
entered the island, all but three coming from the north. He said 1,877 asked for asylum and the
remainder left voluntarily.

He said it was clear that thousands of illegal immigrants were using Turkey as a transit point.
“As I said at the beginning, as long as injustice prevails in the world, this problem will not be going
away,” Sophocleous said.

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Neo Nazi groups gather for Troodos summer camp (31/05/08)

May 31, 2008

CYPRUS has been named as a summer camping destination by two European far right political
organisations.

The National Democratic Party of Germany (NPD), led by Udo Voigt, is considered to be a de facto neo-
Nazi organization.

The NPD has had a turbulent history marked by a federal government bid to ban it in 2003, while a
year later it won 9.2 per cent of the overall vote in the Saxony state election.

Forza Nuova (FN) or New Force, an Italian neo-fascist party led by Roberto Fiore, is singled out by
experts as “the largest and most active extreme right group” in Italy.

Local youth organisations EDON, affiliated to governing AKEL, and NEDISY of main right wing
opposition DISY were not impressed.

“They have made official announcements as to common activities throughout Europe and Cyprus is
included,” EDON's General-secretary Christos Christofides told the Mail.

“They decorated their announcement with nationalist and racist garnishing about how Cyprus has been
overtaken by Muslims and how Greek Orthodox churches have been destroyed in the occupied areas.”

NEDISY President Christoforos Fokaides said that, “"we've seen neo-fascist activity arising intermittently
in the past. I can confirm that these two organisations are indeed planning to come to Cyprus in the
summer.”

The NPD-FN announcement was shrouded - deliberately it seems - in an air of secrecy.
“"We don't know when they intend to arrive or where they intend to go,” Christofides said.

“It is understandable why they would not be specific as to when they want to come,” Fokaides added,
implying that the organisations did not want to provoke any reaction that would potentially annul their
trip.

Did the NPD and FN have contacts in Cyprus?
"I imagine that they are in contact with Chrysi Avyi [Golden Dawn] members,” Christofides said.

“Unfortunately, we've witnessed Nazi and fascist symbols appear in football stadiums during games,”
he added.

Chrysi Avgi is an extreme right nationalist organisation based in Greece which is thought to have
pockets of support in Cyprus as well.

Fokaides told the Mail that, “we don't know who they are co-operating with. The information we have is
from abroad, but we will wait and see if local fascists express themselves in relation to the matter.

“The issue is whether locals here are organised into groups or not. We do know that the NPD and FN
are very well-organised.”

Christofides and Fokaides highlighted the criminal elements tainting these organisations.

“These organisations are dangerous. Some of their members have committed serious criminal offences
in their home countries,” said Christofides.
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Fokaides cautioned that, "we have to be careful how we go about this since freedom of expression is
protected by law.

“Our concerns are centred on the fact that these organisations contain criminal elements, disseminate
untruths and incite violence.”

Both leaders said a press conference would be held next week in which a common statement with
other youth groups and other social partners is to be released.

“Our aim is to act preventively and as a whole,” Christofides said.

“"We want to mobilise people against this phenomenon. One reason why, historically, fascism gained a
foothold in interwar Europe was because it was not met with popular resistance.

“The best way to counter fascism is via a popular movement.”

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Ypsonas youths on racist rampage (10/06/08)

June 10, 2008

A GANG of 30 youths went on a rampage in Ypsonas on Sunday night, verbally and physically abusing
foreigners living in the village, as well as vandalising their properties.

The racist attack took place at 9.30pm, when the gang, equipped with sticks, stones and iron bars,
proceeded to descend upon several houses, where they knew foreigners were living.

According to locals, the attack was a reprisal for an incident that took place on Saturday evening, when
a group of foreigners living in Ypsonas assaulted an underage Cypriot boy.

“I am certain this was not an organised, racism-motivated incident,” Aristos Aristidou, Ypsonas
community leader, told the Cyprus Mail.

“The incident took place because some local Cypriot boys wanted revenge on a group of foreigners who
had attacked one of their friends on Saturday night. They decided to go find the group who assaulted
their friend in order to confront them. On their way, however, they attacked any foreigner who came
their way, as they did not know what their friend’s attackers looked like,” Aristeidou said.

Police confirmed that those targeted on Sunday were not involved in the incident the previous day and
did not provoke the attack in any way.

At the first home, the youths attacked a 37-year-old, hitting him with their various weapons all over
his body.

Three more people were assaulted at a second home, while nobody was home at a third, with the gang
instead damaging the property.

Of the four victims, two are British while one is Romanian and the other Bulgarian.
All four were taken to hospital. They were later released after receiving treatment.
None of their injuries are thought to be too serious.

“Yesterday morning we found sticks and even skewers in the streets. We are concerned on how far the
violence could have escalated. We fear of any reprisals from those who were attacked,” Aristidou said.

A police spokeswoman yesterday told the Mail that the youths were all under-age and said that arrests
would be forthcoming.

Eyewitnesses said they heard the youths shouting racist insults at their targets, such as, “foreigners -
get out of Ypsonas.”

Ypsonas’ community leader, however, denies there is tension between locals and foreigners in
Ypsonas. “It is not about racism; there has not been any other incident of this sort in the past. Ypsonas
is home to people of various nationalities and the locals have embraced them. There was a reason
these young people attacked on Sunday. These are the kind of people who, if you hurt them, they hurt
you,” Aristidou said.

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Police accused of violence against Egyptian detainees (26/06/08)

June 26, 2008

THE POLICE complaints authority received new charges of police brutality against detainees in Limassol
yesterday. The charges also brought to light reports of a human trafficking ring used to exploit cheap
and unsuspecting foreign labour.

The authority’s inability to suspend the detainees’ deportation orders served to highlight a major
shortcoming in its ability to investigate abuse of power, warned one NGO.

Five Egyptians were arrested last week by immigration police for illegal stay. The five were taken to
Larnaca airport on Sunday for deportation. Under circumstances not yet clear, the deportation did not
take place and the five were returned to Limassol police holding cells.

According to charges made by the detainees, one of them was brutally beaten by police at the airport.
The same reports maintain he was only taken to hospital the following day on Monday, when police
allegedly threatened him with more violence if he told doctors how he sustained his injuries.

The detainees claimed another two were beaten by police on Tuesday, resulting in another man going
to hospital with head injuries.

A police official at Limassol Police Station confirmed yesterday that the five men were being held there.
He also confirmed that one man was taken to hospital on Tuesday with head injuries. He could not
confirm reports that a first man received hospital treatment the day before.

However, the official rejected any notion that police had acted violently against the detainees. “It was
two Egyptians who attacked two police men at 6pm [on Tuesday] when they went to take them to their
cells. They started kicking and punching the officers on duty,” he said.

Asked if any of the four suffered injuries, he said: “"One of the Egyptians tripped up by himself and hit
his head on the door. He was taken to hospital where they found nothing wrong and then brought back
to his cell.”

Two women in Limassol who know the five men informed migrant support group KISA that the men
had been the victims of labour exploitation. According to the women, all five men came to Cyprus a
few months ago under the impression that they had legal working visas. They paid $6,000 each to an
Egyptian man living in Limassol who promised to find them legal employment for four years with free
food and board and a daily wage of €27.

Instead, it is claimed they were taken to a packaging factory in Limassol where they endured terrible
working conditions and inhuman treatment from their employer, who paid them €17 a day.

When they complained to the Egyptian agent, he told them to leave and that he would find them
another job. Still thinking that they were legal workers, the five Egyptians waited until last week when
they were arrested for staying beyond their three month visiting visa.

Migrant support group KISA yesterday informed Rita Superman, head of the Trafficking Unit at police
headquarters, of the possibility of a trafficking ring between the agent and employers, providing the
relevant names and addresses.

KISA representative Doros Polycarpou also informed Yiannakis Agapiou, head of the police complaints
authority. Agapiou said he could not seek a suspension of the deportation order so that a full
investigation could take place until the Authority’s committee convened next Monday.
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Polycarpou said this was “unacceptable” since all five could be deported by then, making any
investigation into claims of police abuse or trafficking and labour exploitation unlikely.

The Interior Ministry’s permanent secretary and the Attorney-general were also informed yesterday in
writing.

Asked when the five would be deported, the Limassol police officer said: “I don’t know. They are
refusing to leave, claiming someone owes them money but we don‘t know who.”

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Officials seek to play down Pyla incidents (22/08/08)

August 22, 2008

OFFICIALS yesterday sought to play down an incident in the mixed buffer zone village of Pyla, which
saw Turkish Cypriot properties vandalised and a bust of Ataturk daubed in paint.

Yesterday, Turkish Cypriot papers splashed the incident across their front pages, accusing the Greek
Cypriots of “provocation” on the eve of reunification talks

According to the Turkish Cypriot press, stones were thrown at shops as well as a car belonging to
Turkish Cypriots, while the bust of Ataturk outside the village’s Turkish primary school was daubed in
plaster.

The perpetrators also allegedly attempted to haul down the school’s Turkish flag.

The incident is said to have occurred at around 4am on Wednesday and both Cyprus and Turkish
Cypriot police, together with United Nations police, rushed to the scene.

Last Tuesday, nationalist slogans had been painted on the walls of the community multi-use hall, which
a council crew was called to remove.

The President of the Pyla Community Council, Christakis Antoniou, said yesterday that “the situation
was defused as soon as it was realised that no Greek Cypriot or Turkish Cypriot village residents were
involved in the incident”.

Calm was reported to have returned to the village yesterday.

Ahmet Muratoglu, president of the Pyla Co-ordinating Committee, yesterday insisted that “no political
connotations should be given to this episode and similar isolated incidents should not be allowed to
spoil the atmosphere ahead of the start of the direct talks”.

Turkish Cypriot ‘Prime Minister’ Ferdi Sabit Soyer described the attack as “unfortunate and
unacceptable” and called Turkish Cypriots to stay calm, claiming that “this is the action of some Greek
Cypriot organisations which have recently increased their provocations ahead of the meeting of the two
community leaders”.

The attack, he said, aimed “to overshadow the atmosphere” ahead of the September 3 meeting
between President Demetris Christofias and Turkish Cypriot leader Mehmet Ali Talat.

‘Foreign Minister’ Turkai Avtzi said that the incident was being examined and called Turkish Cypriots to
stay calm, while he called the Greek Cypriot side to identify the culprits and bring them to justice.

Turkish Cypriot newspaper Kibris yesterday dedicated most of its front page to the episode under the
banner headline “Provocations”.

It said incidents such as this were serious and claimed it the act of the ultranationalist neo-Nazi
organisation Golden Dawn.

Halkin Sesi headlined “Greek Cypriot provocations continue in Pyla”, while Volkan said “Behold united
Cyprus”. Ortam’s main headline is “"Agent provocateurs are resuscitated”, while Yeni Duzen wrote
“Provocations in Pyla”.

Kibrisli questioned the extent to which the daily lives of the residents of Pyla would serve as a model
for the lives of Cypriots after a solution of the Cyprus problem.
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It added there was a continuous increase in the number of people who wanted each side to confine
itself to its own territory, and held up as an example the Turkish and Greek children of Pyla who do not
argue with each other simply because they do not play together.

A representative of the United Nations said yesterday that “the peace-keeping force based in the
village is continuing its investigations on the incident”.

Residents of the bi-communal village said yesterday that there were no problems in relations between
them. They said that the coverage was sensationalist and that the whole incident was a provocation
from unknown persons in an attempt to degrade the good relations between Turkish Cypriots and
Greek Cypriots, especially in Pyla.

Pyla is a bi-communal village in the Larnaca district, located in the eastern part of the island in the
United Nations Buffer Zone set up since 1974. It is under 24-hour surveillance by UNFICYP. Pyla is the
only settlement in Cyprus still inhabited by its original Greek Cypriot and Turkish Cypriot residents.

Apoel fined for racism (28/11/08)

November 28, 2008

UEFA has slapped a €30,000 fine on Nicosia football club Apoel, after finding that its fans engaged in
racist behaviour against Red Star Belgrade.

The fine concerns the home tie against the former European champions, whom Apoel went on to
eliminate on the away-goals rule in the return leg in Belgrade, late August.

UEFA’s Control and Disciplinary Body took the decision after weighing all the evidence before it,
including a motion by Apoel to mitigate the penalty.

In a statement yesterday, Andis Polydorou, the club’s vice-chairman and lawyer handling the case on
behalf of Apoel, said the decision indicated UEFA zero-tolerance policy toward racism in football, be it
racist chants or symbols.

UEFA also has the authority to strip guilty clubs of points in their local league and order that home
games be played behind closed doors.

This being its first offence, the Nicosia club was spared the more severe penalties. But a repeat would
almost certainly bring about harsher measures, including fines running in the hundreds of thousands of
euros.

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Left out and bullied: foreign children struggle in Cyprus schools (04/12/08

MOST children of immigrants and ethnic minority groups in Cyprus schools live in social exclusion from
their Cypriot classmates.

This was the main conclusion to emerge yesterday from a workshop on the integration of foreign
children organised by migrant support group KISA.

Support groups and unions engaged in a public dialogue with state representatives and university
professors, with the key participation of immigrants whose children attend Cypriot schools.

Not only are foreign children not integrated in the classroom, they often suffer from racism and
bullying, while there are common assumptions that children of other ethnicities are under-qualified to
attend the same schools as local children.

As a result, these minority groups feel an added pressure to succeed, according to Cyprus College
Professor and head of the Centre for the Study of Childhood and Adolescence, Spyros Spyrou.

“There are popular misconceptions, such as that the dominant group does not need to change or
learn,” said Spyrou, adding that society needs to change as much as immigrants do if there is to be
true integration.

Spyrou presented an eye-opening study, through which a number of disturbing findings emerged, such
as the fact that foreign children doing well are not praised like local children are, but usually get the
blame if something bad happens.

“These children are excluded from school groups and so are their parents - unofficially, but they are.

“And some foreign parents don't even send their children to school because they know they are not
welcome,” added Spyrou.

The study was carried out on the pupils of 10 different elementary schools in Nicosia and it was
centred on acquiring children’s views on foreigners.

Eight out of 10 Cypriot children said they believed there were too many foreigners in Cyprus, while 39
per cent said all foreigners should go home and 46 per cent said some of them should return to their
countries.

Asked what came to mind when they heard the word ‘Pontian’, the most common answer was “jokes”,
while asked what they thought of when they heard the word 'Sri Lankan’, most thought of ‘black” with
‘domestic worker’ coming a close second.

Serious misconceptions surfaced in the personal interviews that were carried out with the pupils.

One child’s response to what he thought of Sri Lankan nationals was: “They eat snakes and they are
poor people.”

Other responses included: “Because they have nothing much to do, they have children” and “Let’s just
say I don't like blacks”.

An 11-year-old boy replied: I had a Filipino in my house; she was relatively good, she obeyed me; she
was good.”

Representatives from the Education Ministry, the University of Cyprus and other non-governmental
organisations attended and took an active part in the discussion.
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Spokesmen for the Education Ministry admitted that there was still a way to go until the perfect
environment was achieved for children of minority groups.

But the head of the Primary Education Department pointed out that the ministry has done a lot so far.
He said, among others, that the ministry had added 1,355 school periods for the benefit of foreign
pupils, had created education centres for adults, had organised seminars for the re-education of

teachers and had consulted the Attorney-general on the rights of foreign children in education.

The workshop was organised by KISA, in co-operation with Secondary School Teachers’ union
(OELMEK) and the Centre for the Study of Childhood and Adolescence.

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Sudanese girl beaten in vicious racist attack (20/12/08

December 20, 2008

A 15-YEAR-OLD Sudanese girl was in hospital yesterday after she was badly beaten in an unprovoked
racist attack on Thursday night.

The teenager was attacked by dozens of youths after a volleyball match between Akaki gymnasium
and a Strovolos secondary school.

“They kicked her, punched her, pulled her hair and told her to go home as foreigners are not welcome
here,” said Doros Polycarpou, leader of immigrant support group, KISA.

The young girl, who is Cypriot citizen from African descent, was a player in the Akaki team. The attack
occurred following the match’s conclusion, which saw the 15-year-old’s team victorious.

“At first she was attacked by one of the other team’s players and then suddenly everyone lunged at
her, including fans,” said Polycarpou.

When the girl’s coach tried to defend her, he was threatened with a beating.
“They had to call 199 and it was only when the police arrived that the beating stopped,” he said.

But the only thing the police did to protect the girl was to lock her in the school until her father arrived
to take her to hospital.

“No one was arrested. No statements were taken. No one was charged,” said Polycarpou.

The 15-year-old was taken to Nicosia general hospital with severe injuries and admitted for treatment.
She remained in hospital last night.

When her father tried to report the incident he was told to fill in a medical form and to return with it
later. The teen’s father did as he was asked only to be told that the afternoon shift that had handled
the incident had gone home.

“He was told to come back the next day. When he went by today he was told that the shift hadn't
come to work yet and that they would contact him,” Polycarpou said.

According to a KISA news release: “This is one of the most serious crimes concerning racist violence in
Cyprus, since the reason of the attack was the young girl’s skin colour. She is a Cypriot national of
African origins... The incident may be an unusually extreme form of racist violence, but it nevertheless
takes place in a broader social framework, where racist attitudes and discrimination against migrants
and refugees (concerning employment, housing and other aspects of daily life) now dominate.”

Incidents of this nature were relevant to the stigmatisation of migrants by politicians, the media and
social prominent personalities who persistently made racist generalisations, the statement said.
Examples included the constant referral to “illegal migrants” even when referring to refugees from Iraq
or Palestine, linking unemployment and crime to an increase in migrants, concealing the positive
impact of migrants on the economy and society, and an absence of effective social integration
practices.

“Unfortunately, the racist venom has been allowed to poison the souls of a portion of our youth,” KISA
said.
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The organisation also criticised police for continually showing a total lack of sensibility towards
incidents of racist violence and for often failing to even take a record of such incidents.

“The African Community in Cyprus is living in fear since last night’s attack. KISA demands the thorough
investigation of the incident and the punishment of those guilty of the crime. This is of course the bare
minimum and cannot in itself solve the larger problem. What is absolutely necessary is the
implementation of a comprehensive policy on migration and asylum that will safeguard migrants’
rights, respect of diversity and the social integration of migrants, refugees, children of mixed
marriages, and others. It is also necessary to introduce a comprehensive action plan against racism,
xenophobia and discrimination,” said KISA.

The immigrant group called on all students, particularly the perpetrators’ schoolmates, to isolate the
15-year-old’s attackers and to show their solidarity to the young victim and her family.

The organisation will hold a protest demonstration at 11am in Eleftheria Square today in an effort to
raise awareness about the incident and to put an end to similar ones in future before they taken on
even more tragic dimensions.

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KISA reports two more racist attacks over weekend (23/12/08)

December 23, 2008

RACISM and xenophobia are on the rise, Immigrant Support Group KISA warned yesterday, citing
more incidents reported through the weekend.

According to Doros Polycarpou, leader of KISA, “On Friday at 10pm, a group of 15 youths stopped a
man from Bangladesh riding his motorcycle with his girlfriend outside the Pallouriotissa church and
demanded that the man gave them his motorcycle. When the man refused, the mob surrounded the
couple and started beating them. The man then went to Omorfita Police Station to report the incident
but was told by police to keep quiet as the attackers would deny the charges and blame it on him.

Police yesterday told the Cyprus Mail that the Omorfita Police Station had no knowledge of the incident.

“Later in the night, at around 12.30am, a group of 50 youths, believed to be the same mob only
bigger, went to the old town, namely Onassagorou Street, armed with bats and started beating
random foreigners in the street. A Cypriot young man who tried to interfere was beaten and ended up
in hospital with severe fractures to his arm. The police came to the scene and sealed the area
surrounding an Indian internet shop in the street, while 50 metres down, the mob continued their
attacks and made their way into a house where some Nepalese students were staying and broke the
doors and windows while they were asleep.”

According to a police report, “the police are investigating a case of assault and causing bodily harm
that occurred at 12.20am in Nicosia. According to the data under investigation, a group of about 10
youths was attacked by some 20 persons who were armed with bats and swords. From the scuffle, two
16-year-olds and a 13-year-old were injured and transferred to Nicosia General Hospital. The 16 year-
old was kept for treatment and the other two received first aid treatment and were released. Nicosia
CID is investigating the case”.

Police yesterday told the Cyprus Mail that they were investigating the case and six Cypriots would be
charged with assault and the foreigners involved would be questioned. The investigation is ongoing.

“The police did not find anyone and made no arrests. If the police continue to be unresponsive and
apathetic I don’t know what more is to be expected,” Polycarpou said.

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Minister in outspoken attack against ‘racist society’ (24/12/08

POLITICIANS yesterday united in condemnation of the vicious racist attack against a 15-year-old
African-Cypriot girl, as immigrant support group KISA warned parts of Nicosia were on the verge of
turning into a battleground with immigrants facing planned attacks by racist gangs.

But teachers’ and parents’ unions insisted there was no racism in schools, with OELMEK demanding an
investigation to prove last Friday’s attack was racially motivated, blaming the attack instead on typical
teenage delinquency.

The attack saw 40 teenagers chanting “Blacks out of Cyprus” while they punched and kicked Margarita
Duku after a school volleyball match last Friday.

The exchanges came as the Chairman of the House Education Committee, Nicos Tornaritis of DISY,
yesterday called an emergency parliamentary meeting to discuss the matter and invited the Education
Minister, Ombudswoman, Child Commissioner and anti-racist organisation KISA to testify, together
with teachers’ and parents’ unions.

”

“This incident could not pass unnoticed and without us unifying our voices in condemnation,” said

Tornaritis as he started the meeting.

Minister Andreas Demetriou, MPs and all state officials strongly condemned the incident and admitted
that Cypriot pupils were having difficulty accepting multiculturalism, which often led to xenophobic
outbursts.

But teachers and parents insisted the attack was isolated and there were rarely - if ever — any racist
phenomena in schools.

“This is a very serious incident, condemned in the strongest terms; but we will not accept under any
circumstances that there is racism in our schools,” said OELMEK general secretary Costas Hadjisavvas.
“In order to deem this attack racist, an investigation needs to be carried out and we want the evidence
to prove it. If it is proved, OELMEK will accept it as that.”

Hadjisavvas called for the appointment of an investigator to get to the bottom of the affair, in addition
to the investigation that is already underway by the Ombudswoman’s office.

However, Minister Demetriou had a different view. “This case has powerful elements of racism and
aggression. It has to do with a racist conception of things and events,” said Demetriou. “"As a society,
our mentality is very wrong.”

Although this was something that started from the family and affected society as a whole, he added,
the way pupils were taught in school did not help the situation.

“If you cultivate in children that we are the superior race, it affects their acceptance of
multiculturalism,” the minister explained.

But dealing with racism and accepting the different is not something that can be dealt with in
education alone, Demetriou added. “It is a matter that concerns society and our political leadership,
and it needs to be addressed in its entirety.”

Ombudswoman Eliana Nicolaou and Child Commissioner Leda Koursoumba also called for a broad look
at the issue and, referring to the various investigations they have carried out over the past years,
called for fundamental changes in the way children are brought up in Cyprus.

On behalf of the police, Costas Veis found himself on the receiving end of some stern words from
Tornaritis, after the policeman tried to sidestep claims that the police had refused to accept a
statement by Margarita’s father.
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KISA President Doros Polycarpou, who brought the matter to the media’s attention and submitted a
formal complaint to the Ombudswoman, said the father had tried three times to offer his version of
events to the police, only to be turned away.

He eventually made his statement, but only after pressing the matter. Veis said the statement was
delayed as Margarita’s father was not an eye witness, to which Tornaritis replied: “"So do I have to be
an eye witness to make a statement? Or white?”

Polycarpou also contradicted OELMEK's claims that Duku’s cousins, who also attend the Akaki School
with Margarita, had never suffered racist abuse. "I have spoken to Margarita’s cousin and she told me
that her siblings don’t go to school any more because they are tired of being beaten,” said Polycarpou.
He then informed deputies on the existence of local gangs in Pallouriotissa and old Nicosia, who gather
and plan assaults against immigrants.

“Foreigners living in the area are now preparing their defence. We are on the brink of watching old
Nicosia turn into a battlefield,” he warned.

Teen says beaten and mocked b olice in racist incident (18/03/09

March 18, 2009

POLICE said yesterday they were looking into claims by and 18-year-old man who says he was
repeatedly beaten, verbally abused and mocked during police questioning because he was black.

Henry Taylor said he was the victim of racism and intimidation by people “who have the law in their
hands”. The experience, he said, has left him terrorised and he can no longer look at police without
feeling hatred.

The teen, who is originally from Zimbabwe but has lived in Cyprus with his mother and three sisters for
eight years, said the incident occurred on March 10.

The Strovolos youth and his friends were sitting outside a local Lyceum at around 1.30pm when he got
a phone call from police telling him he had 20 minutes to get to the police headquarters for
questioning.

Henry and his best friend Marios Patsalos showed up at the station where he said 'Z’ officers separated
the pair.

The black teen was taken into a room where he was interrogated about a missing bike.

“They kept asking me where I'd hidden the bike. I told them I didn't know what they were talking
about,” he said.

Four or five months ago the 18-year-old had been caught riding a moped without road tax. He also had
a problem with his licence. Until he could sort it out he had stopped using the vehicle and got around
on a bicycle instead, he said.

That did not stop the officers who repeatedly punched him on the head and back and shoved him
around the room, he said. The young man, who looks no more than a boy, tried to protect his head by
putting his handcuffed wrists over it. With every blow he received, the metal handcuffs, which left
marks on his wrists, dug into his head eventually causing him to bleed.

Henry said the officers then seized his phone and went through all his text messages and photographs.

“They were reading them out loud and laughing at me. Then they made me read one and it was a bit
of a rude message and one of the officers got really angry and beat me round the head again,” he said.

His friend Marios and his cousin, who had also been at the Lyceum when Henry had received the phone
call, tried telling police that their friend had been nowhere near a moped that day and had spent all
morning with them. They were ignored.

Eventually Henry’s cousin called her father, a Greek Cypriot, to come to the police station.

“When they heard us threatening to go to the TV stations and how we called his uncle they all started
to disappear. Then one of them tried to act all nice,” said Marios.

By the time Henry was released it was around 5pm. The police told him to wash his face and to use
another bathroom “so that we don’t get a disease”. They then made him wipe his own blood from the
cabinet where he’d hit his head.

When the young man’s uncle saw him, he asked if he’d been harmed in anyway. Despite the obvious
cuts and bruises, Henry denied they’d touched him because he was afraid of what they’'d do to him.

“They implied that I had to keep my mouth shut because they know where I live,” he said.
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The teenager was later taken to Nicosia general hospital where he received first aid and was released.
He still has back aches from the beating he received.

"I found out later it was another black kid they’d seen on a bike in Strovolos and they had been
chasing him and he got away. They thought it was me and wanted me to confess. Every time I tried to
speak or to tell the truth, they would hit me and punch me round the head,” he said.

Marios added: “They called him in because he’s black, as if he’s the only black kid in Strovolos.”
Henry said he had become used to racism growing up in Cyprus.

“It was really hard for me. To have the friends that I have now I went through a lot. Out of the 4,000
kids out of the schools I went to, I was only the black kid,” he said.

But his experience with the police was something different and “new that I will never forget”.
The 18-year-old said he didn‘t believe that by speaking out it would benefit him.

He said: “I don't think anyone cares. I don’t think the police care. I don't think the court will care. I am
doing this for ‘my’ people [other black people] because it's not nice if this happens to them. When I
was in there I thought I wasn’t going to come out alive. They were looking for someone to blame and I
couldn’t even talk and tell them the truth. They were wearing guns and had pepper spray. I was
beyond afraid.”

Immigrant support group KISA yesterday condemned the attack and called for a full investigation into
the matter. It said those involved had to be punished and made an example of and that incidences of
racial violence had to be recorded.

Police yesterday confirmed they would look into the attack. “"He should have reported the incident at
another police station though,” an officer said.

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EDON Limassol headquarters vandalised (07/04/09)

April 7, 2009

RIGHT-WING extremists attacked the headquarters of EDON District Council in the centre of town,
spraying offensive and nationalist messages on its walls and on a parked car and a neighbouring
residence. This is the second time this year that the specific building has been targeted by extremists.

“Unfortunately this is not the first time that the district offices of EDON Limassol have become the
target of extreme right-wingers operating at night. We are particularly worried because such
occurrences are repeatedly taking place at this office, but also other buildings of the wider movement,”
said Theocharis Chari, EDON Limassol District Secretary.

The vandals which operated during Saturday night sprayed messages including ‘Grivas Lives’, “Turks
Out, Greece Here’, and ‘EOKA B’, while EDON suspect that extreme right-wing organisations such as
EFEN or Golden Dawn are behind the attacks.

“They sprayed the symbol of the target, which directs [our suspicions] towards a well-known fascist-
nationalist organisation.

“The activity of the extreme right wing in this country in the last years has become organised, guided
and targeted,” Chari said.
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Deported even before divorce (06/05/09)

THE WIFE of a Cypriot citizen was deported yesterday five days after finding out that her husband had
applied for divorce.

The Migration Department yesterday defended the decision to deport her, saying the authorities were
within their rights to put her on a plane back to the Philippines even though she was still legally
married and living with her husband.

Department head Anny Shakalli argued that from the moment there is trouble in a marriage, the
reasons for allowing the spouse, a third country national, to stay in the country no longer apply. She
further noted it was not necessary for the spouse to be present for the divorce proceedings which
begin in less than three weeks time, as she could easily be represented by a lawyer.

Migrant support group KISA found the deportation shocking, arguing that the partners of EU citizens
had more rights in Cyprus than those of Cypriot citizens.

Marilou Villorente Dujali from the Philippines came to Cyprus in 2002 to work as a domestic worker. In
July 2007, she married a man 24 years her senior and moved to Lakatamia.

On February 23, 2009, the husband applied for divorce, citing problems with his partner’s “wild
jealousy” among other things. The Cypriot husband accused her of being violent and of lying about her
previous husband having died.

Since January, there was a serious breakdown of relations, he said, causing the two to live as
strangers under the same roof. The date for divorce proceedings was set for May 25, 2009.

However, according to Dujali, the first time she saw the divorce application was in detention after
immigration police arrested her at the couple’s home in Lakatamia last Thursday.

Dujali also maintained that she never received a letter from Migration telling her that her residence
permit, which expires in September 2009, had been cancelled due to the break down in the marriage.

According to Interior Ministry permanent secretary Lazaros Savvides, the letter had been sent on
March 27, 2009. The ministry official was informed about the case yesterday. Asked by KISA to stop
her deportation so the woman could at least be present for her divorce proceedings, Savvides said he
was unable to act as Dujali was already on the plane when he began making his inquiries.

Migration head Shakalli said a lot of people used the excuse that they never received a letter from
Migration, adding that it was not the department’s job to check whether they received letters informing
them that they had 15 days to leave the country.

KISA representative Doros Polycarpou said this could easily be solved if the department sent the letters
by registered mail.

Shakalli further argued that the department was well within its rights to intervene in a broken down
marriage to deport a third country national, even if the couple were still married. The temporary
residence permit was only valid as long as the couple co-existed in a normal family relationship without
problems.

“From the moment there is a disturbance in the family relationship, the permit can be cancelled. If
there is an application for divorce, that is enough to convince us. It doesn’t matter that they were still
living under the same roof, that doesn’t mean the relationship was normal,” said Shakalli

The migration head noted that such a person had 15 days to leave the country or go to the department
and ask for more time to sort things out, after which, they would likely be given a visitor's permit,
ending any hope of employment, but holding off deportation.

Asked whether Dujali could seek a visitor’'s permit from Lakatamia holding cells, Shakalli replied that a
person could apply at any time. An hour later, Dujali was already sitting on the plane ready for
deportation.

Asked why the department rushed to deport someone just 20 days before divorce proceedings started,
Shakalli replied: “You don’t need your partner’s presence in court to get divorced. You can do it
through lawyers.”

Polycarpou highlighted that the ease with which a foreign spouse could be kicked out of Cyprus made
the legal system look fanatical.

“Two years ago, parliament raised the issue that third country nationals married to EU citizens had
more rights than those married to Cypriots. At the time, Ms Shakalli pledged to change the law to give
them equal rights. Nothing has happened,” he said.

He further argued that even when someone wanted to arrange a marriage of convenience, it was
cheaper to marry a Cypriot than an EU citizen because of the greater protection afforded the latter.

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House of AKEL legend targeted by vandals (12/05/09)

May 12, 2009

VANDALS attacked the house of former AKEL leader Ezekiel Papaioannou on Sunday and torched the
old red Lada he used to drive, drawing the ire of political parties across the spectrum.

Vandals broke into the house of Papaioannou off Makarios Avenue in Nicosia, now a museum dedicated
to the life and times of the long-serving AKEL leader, at around 3.30am on Sunday.

According to police, they wrote obscene slogans on the wall of the house, spray-painted crosshairs on
his statue and set alight his J-registration red Lada Samara, causing serious damage to the 35-year-old
car.

The investigating officer told the Cyprus Mail that police have questioned over 15 people in connection
with the case. The potential suspects belong to ten different extremist organisations, he noted.

“It's very hard to actually pin it on someone unless you catch them red-handed,” he said.

The crosshairs symbol is often used by the far-right extremist organisation Chrysi Avgi (Golden Dawn),
but many other extreme organisations, including the anarchists, have adopted the symbol, noted the
investigating officer.

AKEL leader Andros Kyprianou said the latest incident of vandalism “undermined the political culture of
our place while trying to import a new morality into the political life of the place”.

Kyprianou said the party more or less knew who was responsible for the vandalism, noting it's one
thing to establish who was responsible and another to prove it. It would be irresponsible to blame any
specific political party, he added.

“If they think they are insulting the memory of Ezekiel Papaioannou, they are gravely mistaken
because his contribution to Cypriot history has been written with golden letters,” said the AKEL leader.

Opposition party DISY leader, Nicos Anastassiades blamed the incident on the atavistic behaviour of
brainless people. He called on police to investigate the case in depth and other vandalisms of national
symbols.

“Not only is it unacceptable, it is a step backwards by brainless people. Nobody, at least not the
political parties, can accept this any longer,” he said.

Government spokesman Stefanos Stefanou said the recent spate of vandalisms reminded of the
traumatic past of the country. They harm unity on the domestic front and undermine our political
culture, he added.

Papaioannou was the general-secretary of AKEL for almost 40 years, from 1949 until his death. He was
born in the Limassol area and educated at the American Academy in Larnaca. Papaioannou then
worked as a miner in Cyprus for a time until he went off to fight in the Spanish Civil War in 1936, along
with another 60 Cypriots volunteers. After the civil war, he moved to London working as a milkman
before returning to Cyprus where be became involved in local politics. After the island’s independence
he was elected to parliament, where he served as a deputy for 28 years, right up to his death. He
bequeathed his entire estate to AKEL.

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‘I thought it was a contract to come and be a dancer’ (02/07/09)
July 2, 2009

THE CROSS-examination of a former Nicosia cabaret employee yesterday continued as part of the
ongoing trial into human trafficking and prostitution.

The lengthy Assize Court hearing involved a similar line of questioning to the previous day, with the
defence team trying to portray the 36-year-old Dominican witness as a liar.

The dark haired mother-of-two, who said she came to Cyprus in April 2008 and was forced into
prostitution by the defendants who worked at the downtown Nicosia cabaret, continued to explain why
she had lied in her initial statement to police.

The 36-year-old insisted she had been afraid of the defendants and had not disclosed the entire truth
to authorities to avoid any repercussions on her family back home.

The witness said the reason she had failed to examine in detail documents pertaining to her
employment contract, which were written in English, before signing them was because she had trusted
the people who had recruited her in her home country and had taken them at their word.

“You weren't interested in learning what it says,” the defence said.
"I heard what we were told and I didn’t want to learn more,” she said.

“You want us to believe you travelled 10,000 miles to come here to work and you didn't know what
you were going to do,” the lawyer persisted.

"I believed them that it was a contract to come and be a dancer,” she said.

Again the 36-year-old reiterated how she was brought to Cyprus with a group of other girls from the
Dominican Republic with promises from the defendants that they did not have to offer sexual services
to clients against their will. This soon changed, she added.

The witness, who worked at the cabaret for six weeks before going to police and seeking refuge at a
women’s shelter, fingered the first defendant as the main boss and the second defendant as the
cabaret manager.

She said she had assumed the former had instructed the latter when the girls were supposed to have
sex with clients. She also said even if he hadn’t given the instructions he had been present when they
were being given by the second defendant and had done nothing to stop them from going ahead.

The 36-year-old said she had managed to leave the cabaret after sending one of two other women a
text message alerting them of her desire to escape. She said her friends, who had been employed at
the same cabaret and escaped a few weeks earlier, had notified police and that investigators had
promptly come down to talk to them all. This fact was disputed by the defence which suggested the
police inspection occurred routinely and that she had never sent the text.

“How do you know? How come the police came to look for me? Among so many girls, they asked for
me personally,” she said.

The accused are five Greek Cypriot men and a 26-year-old cabaret artiste from the Dominican
Republic. The men are a 55-year-old cabaret manager, three cabaret waiters aged 66, 62 and 53, and
a 55-year-old cabaret artiste agent. If convicted they face a maximum sentence of up to 15 years
imprisonment. The trial continues today.

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‘Monkey noises’ land APOEL in the dock (10/10/09)

October 10, 2009

APOEL fans could be banned from their team’s next UEFA Champions League home game after being
investigated for racism claims.

And this is the best-case scenario, as the local champions could face being excluded from their home
grounds for the entire tournament. It is the second time in as many years that APOEL is being
punished by UEFA over the behaviour of its fans.

Last year, the team was fined €30,000 after supporters shouted racist chants against Red Star
Belgrade in the qualifying rounds.

A press spokesman for UEFA yesterday told the Cyprus Mail: “A case has been opened against APOEL
for racist behaviour during the APOEL - Chelsea game. Their fans were making monkey noises. We
have opened a disciplinary case and it will be discussed in the next meeting by the Control and
Disciplinary Committee on October 29.”

The case involves a female UEFA official, who submitted an official complaint against the team shortly
after the game was played on September 30, saying fans on the northern stands of GSP Stadium had
insulted her racially.

APOEL President Phivos Erotokritou condemned the fans’ “stupid behaviour”, adding that his team was
now awaiting the outcome of the Control and Disciplinary Committee’s discussion.

There are three options, he added: either a hefty fine, an exclusion from its home grounds for the rest
of the tournament or the next home game being played without fans.

“Some irresponsible persons have created problems for us again,” said Erotokritou. “During the
Chelsea game, fans in the north stands shouted insults to a woman who was working for UEFA
television and she made a written complaint to the European Federation, which is backed by the
game’s observer. It is a shame that we have to pay for a small number of idiots.”

He added that the club had photos that will help them locate the fans behind the incident.

An APOEL supporter who was sitting just five rows up from where the incident took place yesterday
told the Mail that the entire incident had been provoked by a British cameraman, who was covering the
match.

According to the fan, “The cameraman was filming the stands and some fans called on him to film
them so they could be on TV. He turned around and gave us the finger - the way the Brits do when
they stick two fingers up — and said: '‘F*** you, you f***ing c****’. And the abuse started; they [the
fans] insulted everything from his origin to where he was going. There were two ladies next to the
cameraman, but the abuse wasn’t aimed at them.”

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Court hears of workers’ miserable conditions (14/11/09)

ROMANIAN workers caught up in an alleged trafficking and exploitation ring spent days hungry and ate
food scraps found in the garbage, a Nicosia court heard yesterday.

The two suspects arrested in the case "mocked the workers because they were hungry and told them
to hold hands so they would not fall,” police told the Nicosia district court.

Most of the workers did not get paid for their work but received €20 a week to buy food.

When they asked for their wages, 38-year-old Cypriot Yiannis Piripitsis and his alleged associate, a
Romanian woman, 42, reportedly called them “slaves” and “pigs.”

“"When they asked the suspect [Piripitsis] for money... he threatened to cut their heads [off], eat them
and verbally abused them using vulgar language,” police told the court.

“"When they insisted, he threatened to send them back to their country and ‘bring other stupid

rn

Romanians to work for him’,” the court heard.

Piripitsis has been in custody since last week over various allegations of human trafficking and
exploitation. The Romanian woman was arrested on Thursday.

The Nicosia district court, in separate sessions, ordered the two to be remanded in custody for eight
days.

The 38-year-old is being investigated for allegedly bringing Romanian workers to Cyprus, then housing
them in squalid conditions while “hiring” them out to employers.

Police found 103 Romanian workers living in prefabricated dwellings without the basic needs such as
electricity, toilets, blankets and sheets.

“The rooms they lived in were full of rodents and insects,” police said.

Some arrived at the police station bearing marks of infection on their bodies and were taken to hospital
for treatment.

Piripitsis was allegedly running an illegal employment agency and co-operated with various bureaus in
Romania, which advertised job opportunities in Cyprus.

These bureaus promised prospective workers that they would make €800 in the first two months and
€1,200 per month thereafter.

They also promised them free lodging, food and medical cover.

Police said they have the names of 65 employers, including companies, who got workers from Piripitsis.
The workers were either bussed to the sites or picked up by the employers themselves, the court
heard.

According to Piripitsis’ defence lawyer Marios Georgiou, the Romanians had also worked at the
construction of the new Larnaca airport.

The workers were picked up at the airport by Piripitsis’ associates, one of whom was the Romanian
woman.
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They were taken to premises in Kaimakli and Tseri and prefabricated dwellings in the Halepianes area
outside Nicosia.

There they were reportedly ordered to pay some €800 as commission to Piripitsis, who brought them
to Cyprus and would find them work.

In one case, when an employer paid the workers the whole week’s wages - €400 each - the woman
allegedly forced them to cash the cheques at a supermarket and took half from each one to give to
Piripitsis, as she claimed.

In other cases, when she received the wages for the workers, she allegedly kept part of the money for
herself, police said.

Piripitsis’ defence disputed the remand order and later filed an appeal.

Georgiou said statements made by Justice Minister Loucas Louca about the case on Thursday had
influenced the conduct of the procedure.

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‘We'll come at night and find vou, traitor’ (29/12/09

SUNDAY'’S demonstration in the centre of Nicosia by far-right group National People’s Front (ELAM) and
the counter-demonstration by the Anti-fascist Initiative passed off without incident, thanks to self-
restraint by the marchers but also a very strong police presence which kept them apart.

The ELAM march “against illegal immigration” — estimates varied between 80 and 150 people
participating — started at 5pm from their office near the Commerce Ministry, carrying a banner saying
“‘Every foreign worker equals an unemployed Greek”.

Most of the predominantly young marchers were dressed in jeans and black tops, and carried Greek
flags on thick short poles.

They headed down Makarios Avenue towards their stated destination of Eleftheria Square. They got as
far as the intersection with Grivas Dighenis Avenue, where they were stopped by a deep line of police.
They then spent an hour or so chanting slogans such as “ELAM, race, blood and honour”, “Foreigners
out of Cyprus”, and "We’ll come at night and find you, traitor”.

Ending his address to the march and media representatives, ELAM representative Stratos Karanicolaou
said: “"We don’t want further adulteration of the Greek race in Cyprus. We are Greeks and Cyprus is a
Greek island.”

The counter-demonstration organised by the Anti-fascist Initiative (AI) - a recently-formed informal
network of anti-racist and anti-fascist groups — numbered between 700 and 1,000 people of all ages,
and included members of Action for Equality, Support and Anti-racism (KISA), Alert, AKEL, EDEK and
the Greens. Spotted among the marchers were Nicosia mayor Eleni Mavrou and Greens deputy George
Perdikis.

KISA director Doros Polycarpou told the Mail yesterday that the turnout was gratifyingly higher than
expected, despite the lack of formal representation by the main political parties, most of which had
condemned the ELAM march in earlier public statements. He added that it was regrettable that the Al
counter-demonstration was presented by some parts of the media as “just another KISA demo”, and
the day was “over-simplified by some into an anti- and pro-immigrants matter”.

The AI march set off from Eleftheria Square at around 4pm, and headed down Makarios Avenue with
the stated aim of peacefully preventing the ELAM march from proceeding towards Nicosia’s old town.
They were stopped by police some 600 metres short of the intersection with Grivas Dighenis Avenue,
and greeted the ELAM march with chants such as “Fascism will not pass; Racism will not pass” and
“ELAM equals Golden Dawn, neo-Nazis out of Cyprus”.

The two demonstrations broke up peacefully at around 7pm. Police maintained a visible presence at
strategic points in Nicosia throughout Sunday night, with the express aim of preventing any isolated
incidents involving the marchers.

Speaking to state broadcaster CyBC yesterday, KISA president Doros Michael said that ELAM makes a
point of playing on the general tendency - also reflected in the media - to emphasise the nationality of
anyone charged with committing a crime or involved in a socially-questionable incident. “Unfortunately,
many surveys have shown that Cypriots are very xenophobic, and ELAM is seeking to capitalise on
this.”

Polycarpou said that AI will be continuing its efforts to engage the political parties, trade unions and
other groups in setting up a more permanent network to prevent fascist organisations like ELAM from
using the democratic process to further their anti-democratic views.

He said: “It is important to systematically address all aspects of ELAM’s activities, starting by looking
at whether the things they are saying are legal under the Constitution and EU law, both of which forbid
incitement of racial hatred. We need to raise awareness about their real political aims and slogans,
compared to their statements against illegal immigration.”

Polycarpou added: “"We have to consider the prospects for the future, with a possible solution to the
Cyprus problem. It would not be difficult for inter-communal violence to be provoked with such people
around.”

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‘Handed over as if she was his possession’ (09/01/10)

LEGAL ANALYSTS yesterday hailed as a landmark ruling, the European Court of Human Rights (ECHR)
decision against Cyprus for failing to protect 20-year-old Russian dancer Oxana Rantseva who fell to
her death from the balcony of a locked apartment trying to escape from her life working in a Limassol
cabaret.

The decision on Thursday unveiled painful truths about human trafficking on the island, criticising
Cyprus for its failure to develop a comprehensive immigration policy and uphold immigrant rights.

“It is very significant that the ECHR has reached this decision because the Republic of Cyprus must
finally get the message that we are no longer an isolated village where whatever we do stays between
us,” said Doros Polycarpou, President of the migrant support group KISA.

KISA Legal Advisor Nicoleta Charalambidou commented: “This is a landmark decision, particularly for
Cyprus, but also for trafficking in Europe in general. It details clearly that member states that have
signed the European Convention on Human rights are under obligation to abide by its provisions.”

“In relation to Cyprus, the court expresses the need for an urgent reexamination of the trafficking
policy, but also of the national immigration policy and practices in general. In its decision the Court
criticises Cyprus for not having a comprehensive immigration policy or the legal framework to enforce
laws,” Charalambidou added.

“The court found that many of the procedural requirements in force in Cyprus, set the immigrant
worker under the control of the employer, thus creating a breeding ground for trafficking and slavery,”
she added.

President of the Cyprus Bar Association, Doros Ioannou said it was significant that the Republic of
Cyprus had made an admission of its guilt in this case by calling for the adoption of an ECHR procedure
whereby if a defendant admits guilt then the case is not heard at the Court. The Court, however,
refused to rule out Rantseva’s case, on the basis of its significance in setting a standard for utilising the
European Convention on Human Rights in sex trafficking cases.

“The decision fully condemns the Republic of Cyprus, which means that a series of omissions had taken
place,” Ioannou said.

Although the Court decision clearly assigns particular responsibility to the Cypriot police for failing to
adequately investigate the case, a police spokesman yesterday said that the law-enforcement authority
will take measures only if deemed necessary.

“"We respect the court’s decision, and the police are in the process of studying the decision. If we see
that there is a necessity for corrective measures on the part of the police, then we will certainly be
taking action. However, we have not yet read the decision in detail.” Michalis Katsounotos, Police
spokesman

The Attorney-General Petros Clerides did not respond to calls for commenting on the court decision.

The case, brought before the ECHR by Rantseva’s father, Nikolai Rantsev examined and found valid,
his claims of insufficient investigation of the woman’s death, both by authorities in Russia and in
Cyprus. The court found that Cyprus had violated articles 2, 4 and 5 of the European Convention on
Human Rights, and said the Cyprus police had failed on multiple accounts.

The Russian dancer fell five floors to her death in March 2001 while trying to escape from an
apartment block where she had been locked in after police handed her back to her boss from whom
she had run away only days before. Police had failed to interview Rantseva to establish whether she
might have been a trafficking victim even though the circumstances were such that questioning along
those lines was warranted, the ECHR said.
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The Court awarded €40,000 in damages and €3, 150 for his legal fees. Russia was found to have
violated the European anti-slavery conventions and was ordered to pay Rantsev €2,000.

Cyprus was found to be in breach of Article 2 of the European Convention (right to life), Article 4
(prohibition of slavery and forced labour), and Article 5 (right to freedom and security).

“Cyprus was in breach of Article 2 for procedural reasons, because it failed to adequately investigate
under what conditions Rantseva lost her life. The police merely took statements from a group of people
who had vested interests in the case and said that the woman’s death was an accident,” said
Charalambidou.

“Article 5 was also breached because the woman had been illegally detained in a police station,
although it was found that she was legally on the island. Then police called her employer to pick her up
as if she was his possession and failed to protect her when her employer locked her into a flat
illegally.”

According to KISA the Cypriot legal system has in general failed to address the problem in the cases
that have come before it, and the NGO plans to take more cases to the ECHR.

“One of KISA’s strategic decisions is to take such cases to courts outside Cyprus because we have
doubts about the independence and integrity of Cypriot courts. Our courts should assign more
attention to cases that involve third country nationals and not act according to political interests,”
Polycarpou said.

“We are preparing a number of other cases to be taken to the European Court, and have already filed a
case regarding the long detention of an asylum seeker at the ECHR,” he added.

ACCORDING to the Wall Street Journal, the decision marks the first time the ECHR ruled that sex
trafficking falls under antislavery conventions. The US publication also assigns the case’s significance to
its specific directions regarding the responsibilities of national authorities in such cases.

Specifically, the decision states that civil authorities from the victim’s country of origin (in this case
Russia), country of transit, as well as the country where the sexual exploitation takes place (in this
case Cyprus) are under the obligation to investigate the case and enforce relevant laws.

“"When the police have a credible suspicion of someone being trafficked, at that stage they have to
make investigations in order to protect the unsuspecting victims,” commented Andrea Coomber, Legal
Director at Intersights, a UK charity that supported Rantsev’s case at court.

The decision is also reported as the first of its kind in that it concerns sex-trafficking specifically and
not labour-trafficking in general. “The court has ruled previously in labour-trafficking cases. But it has
never ruled on a sex-trafficking case because victims, often under constant threat of violence, have
little access to the justice system in any country,” Coomber explained.

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Viethamese woman ‘locked up, fed only bread and water’ (03/03/10)

A VIETNAMESE woman locked in a garage during the hours she was not working was fed only bread
and water, immigrant support group KISA has claimed.

According to KISA (Action for Equality, Support, Anti-racism), as soon as the woman arrived at the
house she was to work in her employers confiscated her travel documents and mobile phone, forced
her to work 14-hour days seven days a week, and kept her locked in the garage whenever she was not
working around the house, feeding her only bread and water.

The organisation has also blamed Limassol police for not doing enough to protect her. KISA said the
woman paid $5,000 to work in Cyprus and was employed by a Limassol school teacher.

While the woman has now been released from her employer’'s home, KISA claims police have failed to
inform Social Welfare Services about the case as mandated by law and that they have ignored the
relevant provisions of the country’s anti-trafficking legislation.

Police Spokesman Michalis Katsounotos countered that police could not find any evidence of the
allegations. “The allegations were that she was locked in the garage. We went to the house and did not
find anything,” he said.

Katsounotos also said that the woman did not make any allegations against her former employer in her
complaint to police and in turn police have no legal right to prosecute her. “"There is no evidence for us
to make a prosecution against the employer,” he said.

According to KISA, the Migration Department agreed to help find the woman another job but refused to
transfer her complaint to the police because it did not want to “complicate the situation further.”

KISA head Doris Polycarpou said that human trafficking for labour exploitation is becoming an
increasingly common problem in Cyprus and that the Migration Department tends to address the
labour aspects of those cases but ignores their trafficking aspects. “The Migration Office tries to
transfer it from an issue of trafficking to a labour dispute issue,” he said. “"Our impression is that they
are trying to solve problems in relation to employment without recognising people as victims of
trafficking.

“This is why they promised to find her new employment,” he added.

Polycarpou also claimed that the Migration Department has dealt with the same teacher in several
incidents in the past. “The employer is known by them to constantly violate the rights of her
employees,” he said.

Katsounotos said however that police "do not know anything” about her.

“Probably the woman from Vietnam didn’t accept the circumstances of the work and that is why she
wants to abandon [the job], to find another employer. That is my opinion,” said Katsounotos.

Polycarpou offered a different opinion, saying that police chose to not charge the teacher “"because it is
too much for this society to take employers to court. Because if they convict an employer this
employer will go to prison for three to five years, so they probably consider it too much.

“Or maybe it is because she is a Cypriot, or a teacher, or a woman. I don’t know,” he said.

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DISY deputy Sampson attends far-right event honouring his father
(14/05/10)

MP SOTERIS Sampson has ruffled a few feathers in his DISY party by agreeing to attend a function
organised by a far-right outfit.

The deputy last night attended an event held in Nicosia by ELAM (National People’s Front) and
dedicated to his father, the late Nicos Sampson, the de facto ‘eight-day’ president of Cyprus that
overthrew Archbishop Makarios in 1974. Sampson was well known as a Greek nationalist and member
of EOKA, which sought Enosis (Union) of the island of Cyprus with Greece.

DISY immediately disassociated itself from yesterday’s event, expressing its disapproval of Sampson’s
decision to attend.

The party was also frustrated by the fact Sampson had ‘omitted’ to inform them of his plans, which
they reportedly only found out about via a notification posted on Facebook.

In a statement, the party said it could not forbid members or deputies from attending functions.

“At the same time, however, the personal choices of party members are not binding on the party nor
they do express the Democratic Rally,” the statement said.

DISY said moreover it not only disagreed with the far-right group, “but we are in total opposition to
everything it stands for.”

Last night's event at the ELAM headquarters, situated next to the Commerce Ministry, was titled “The
life and works of the invulnerable Nicos Sampson.”

DISY spokesman Harris Georgiades said the party had made its views clear to Sampson, but saw no
need for further action. It was not a case of insubordination, he added.

“Under the party charter, members are given a great deal of leeway and freedom to express their
opinions...but within certain bounds. They must of course exercise self-restraint.”

Despite the caution, Sampson nevertheless decided to go ahead and attend the event. But judging by
a somewhat incongruous statement Sampson issued later in the day, the deputy probably got the
message.

Sampson said he was attending because the event was dedicated to his father, but that did not mean
he shared ELAM’s views.

“As a matter of order, I have never, and shall never, refuse an invitation by anyone in order to speak
about the actions and struggle of my late father and EOKA fighter Nicos Sampson.

"My presence at this type of function must not, and cannot, be interpreted as a political act, nor does it
amount to a coincidence of my struggles or those of my father with the ideas espoused by the
organizers of the event,” Sampson said.

“This is how my attendance of today’s event should be viewed, and any attempt to interpret it
otherwise can only have malicious motives.”

Last December 2009 ELAM organised a demonstration “against illegal immigration” in the centre of
Nicosia, under the slogan “Every foreign worker equals an unemployed Greek.” Heavy police forces
were mobilised to keep ELAM apart from a counter-demonstration by an Anti-fascist Initiative.
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When making public showings, ELAM members typically don black T-shirts, a throwback to the Black
Shirts, a paramilitary movement of the Fascist Party in Italy during World War II and the interwar
years. A variant of the T-shirt is emblazoned with the words: "Commies aren‘t cool”. In addition to a
website, the group also operates a brick-and-mortar bookstore selling scarves, shirts, key rings and
other paraphernalia.

Welfare: vou'll get your baby back if you agree to leave Cyprus (14/05/10

May 14, 2010

MIGRANT SUPPORT group KISA yesterday lashed out at Social Welfare Services’ staff over their alleged
role in the arrest of people who approach them for help.

In one instance, a case worker is using a woman’s newborn baby to blackmail her into leaving the
country, KISA said, adding that the woman has been prevented from accessing the child unless she
agrees to leave.

KISA cited three separate cases where a simple visit to Welfare — without incident or warning - ended
in arrest. It said the department seemed to be rejecting its legal duty of care, rather choosing to
willingly aid immigration police.

“They are clearly violating their code of conduct,” said KISA head Doros Polycarpou. “There is a law
concerning the actions they are and are not allowed to take and which specifically prevents them from
handing over confidential and incriminating information to the authorities.”

Polycarpou said KISA has also contacted the Welfare Services’ disciplinary committee to investigate the
alleged unethical conduct.

One of the three cited cases relates to a Filipino housemaid who was called by her case worker to pass
by the Limassol Welfare Office. Upon her arrival, she was immediately arrested by immigration police.
The woman had recently given birth and had consented to give her baby up for adoption because her
employer had threatened to fire her if she kept her child.

However the woman and her Iranian husband then informed Welfare that they wanted to keep their
baby, which was being cared for at Nicosia’s Makarios Hospital as it was premature.

The child is still there, even though it should have been released three months ago. According to KISA,
the woman’s case worker has allegedly refused to hand over the baby, saying the baby won’t be
handed over unless the woman returns to her home country.

The woman was eventually arrested at the Limassol Welfare Office because her employer had refused
to renew her contract. Her arrest came despite the fact that she had been working legally in Cyprus for
nine years and was entitled to become a naturalised Cypriot.

“She had no idea of her rights,” Polycarpou said. “"She had been in the country legally for nine years
and had the right to apply for permanent residency.

“Instead of simply informing her of her right to find another employer, Welfare knowingly allowed her
legal status to lapse and called the police to deport her.”
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Polycarpou said this was not the first time where, through acts of omission, Welfare let migrant with
the legal right to stay, slip into illegality

“Migrant workers have no idea of their rights. It’s only the ones who approach us who become aware
and for many of them, it's too late anyway. For immigration officers, even one day is enough for
deportation.”

When Polycarpou called Welfare they said they were not responsible for the deportation but only for
the child. “What about the rights of the child to be with its mother?" he said. "With one simple letter
to immigration, they could have filed for a temporary residency permit so she could be with her baby
but they didn't.”

KISA has written to Child Commissioner Leda Koursoumba to appeal for the right of the baby to be
with its mother.

In another case, a female asylum seeker suffering from HIV visited the Nicosia Welfare Office looking
for a case worker. Her caseworker allegedly called the police, informing them that the woman’s
asylum application had been rejected. According to KISA, the woman’s application had only just been
processed and her rejection letter, informing her she had 75 days to either appeal or leave, had not
yet been sent. The woman was only verbally informed of the rejection while she was being arrested.

“In this case we managed to stop the detention,” Polycarpou said.

A third case concerns a human trafficking victim who had been officially recognised as a victim by the
police and had been called up as a witness in the three-year trial, she never received a residency
permit.

Throughout the duration, and even after the trial ended, the woman was allegedly never informed by
authorities of her right to apply for compensation from her traffickers, nor had she ever received any
help to re-enter society, as is required by the relevant laws.

Instead Welfare cut her benefits and allegedly instructed immigration police to fast-track her
repatriation, saying “she must leave Cyprus”. The victim has two small children and remains without
any help from Welfare, despite the fact that she has applied to the Limassol Family Court for legal
recognition of paternity for her children who is a Cypriot.

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Sex cafes the new scourge (03/06/10)

June 3, 2010

THE NUMBER of cabarets and artistes has fallen in Cyprus but sex trafficking is managing to find new
outlets through bars and even rural coffee shops dubbed ‘sex cafes’, the House Crime Committee
heard yesterday.

The Committee heard that there has been a radical reduction in women arriving on the island as
artistes, with 365 women currently registered in this category compared to around 1,200 in recent
years. This is mainly due to a change in how the women are processed by the authorities, which has
abolished the ‘artiste visa’

Deputies noted that even though efforts were being made by the current government - and some
progress has been achieved - Cyprus was still far from ridding itself of its bad reputation when it
comes to human trafficking.

Committee Chairman, AKEL's Yiannakis Thoma, said it was a fact that the government had taken
specific measures over the past months - such as intensifying checks on artistes arriving on the island
and increasing raids on cabarets. This, he said, has led to a reduction in the number of cabarets, as
well as foreign women arriving on the island for this purpose.

“But at the same time, there has been an increase in the trafficking of women in other areas, such as
bars and even cafeterias,” said Thoma. He said these women could be on the island on a temporary
visa, or they may have been lured to Cyprus on the false pretence that they would be carrying out a
fake marriage.

Authorities had noted an increase in women - Cypriot and European - as well as around 260 third-
country nationals working as “special barmaids”. Even worse, the Committee was told that rural
cafeterias were filling up with European women.

“"We were told that a large number of these women, at the end of the day, are being sexually
exploited and trafficked by specific rings,” said Thoma.

The Committee was also informed about a ruling last January by the European Court of Human Rights
(ECHR), which has been deemed extremely damning for Cyprus and Russia. It involved the suspicious
death in 2001 of a 20-year-old Russian woman - Oksana Rantseva in Cyprus. The Court ruled that the
two countries had violated human trafficking regulations, as well as laws involving prostitution and
forced labour.

“Cypriot society’s traditional indifference and the hypocrisy of Cypriot governments on these matters
of human trafficking were expressed in the most tragic manner with the Rantseva case, which involved
a Russian woman who came to Cyprus to work as a waitress, was placed in a cabaret, managed to
escape, only to be handed back to her exploiters by the police and in her attempt to escape again, she
fell from a multi-storey hotel in Limassol and was found dead on the street,” said Thoma. “The case
had basically been covered up by the police, who said it was a suicide case, an accident.”

Government officials - including spokesmen from the Interior and Justice Ministries, the Migration
Department, the police, the Social Welfare Department and the Ombudswoman’s office - informed MPs
on measures to combat the phenomenon - such as putting into use a 2007 law that enabled police to
be more effective in their interventions and brought more criminals to justice.

Plans were also announced to amend labour laws involving foreign housemaids, who also often fall
victim to sexual exploitation and are sometimes forced to work like slaves with little protection from
the state’s legal system.
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“"We hope that these new measures will lead to the creation of a correct framework, with a strong
basis; but a lot of work needs to be done until we completely combat the unacceptable phenomenon of
trafficking women for prostitution,” said Thoma.

He also said there was another extremely serious dimension to the trafficking. “There is the trafficking
of adults and children to secure vital organs, meaning people are falling victim to criminals, who
basically take human vital organs such as the heart, liver or kidneys - either by threatening or killing
them - to sell them to other criminals who have the money to buy them,” he said.

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Our View: A very peculiar type of free speech (25/07/10)

July 25, 2010

AFTER a six-month absence, the ultra-nationalist youth group ELAM (National Popular Front) was back
on Nicosia’s streets on Tuesday. A group of a few hundred youths, mostly teenagers, dressed in black
T-shirts and faded jeans marched to the Ledra Palace checkpoint, in disciplined, army formation,
chanting aggressive slogans against alleged traitors and the Turks. It was an anti-occupation march to
mark the anniversary of the invasion.

Appearances often deceive but people who saw them could easily have mistaken them for a group of
neo-fascist youths. Any doubts about the group’s politics were dispelled when one of the group’s
leaders spotted two young Asians walking on the pavement and went wild. He started screaming abuse
at them and threateningly headed in their direction, at which point the two Asians ran away as fast as
they could.

A second incident took place on the same night, after the end of the demonstration. A group of baton-
wielding, youths in ELAM T-shirts chased a black man on Makarios Avenue in Nicosia. In his effort to
escape, the terrified man was hit by passing car at which point he fell to the pavement and the thugs
started beating him. Fortunately he did not suffer serious injuries. The thugs also caused damage to
the car.

The inclination is to dismiss such incidents as the acts of a tiny fringe group, run by a few brainless,
testosterone-fuelled youths, who deserve to be ignored. This would be a big mistake, because society’s
indifference would only help strengthen these ultra-nationalist bullies, who have filled Limassol’s walls
with slogans.

In fairness they have never hidden their racist and extreme right wing beliefs. A few days before the
end of last year they held a march in Nicosia protesting about the presence of illegal immigrants and
attempted to turn Greek Cypriots against foreigners, with the main message, “Every foreign worker
equals an unemployed Greek person.” The movement’s blog was more honest about its ideology,
claiming that illegal immigration diluted the racial identity of the Greek community, turning it into “a
bastardised, multi-cultural mass without a national conscience.” Last May the movement held an event
to honour “the life and works of Nicos Sampson.”

Normally, the best way to deal with such crude publicity-seeking, calculated to provoke, is to ignore it,
but it is very difficult to do so in an environment in which extremist, intolerant nationalism is fast
becoming mainstream. We are living in a society in which leading politicians openly defend
aggressively threatening behaviour as part of the right to freedom of expression. Anyone who heard
the chants of the marchers would know that their racism is integrally bound to fascistic, nationalist
philosophy.

Top politicians, including party leaders, championed the right of bloggers to call journalists they
disagreed with ‘arse-wipes of the Turks’ and ‘traitors’ who deserved to be killed, in the name of free
speech. A serving foreign minister, during the Papadopoulos presidency, defended the bullying and
verbal abuse directed at demonstrators calling for the opening of the Ledra Street checkpoint, by ultra-
nationalists, in the name of free speech. We have reached the stage at which it is legitimate to
intimidate and terrorise people whose views we disagree with.

It is a very peculiar type of free speech which sets the worst possible example for young
impressionable minds. It legitimises the fascistic, dogmatic thinking of groups like ELAM and helps its
recruitment drive. After all, showing no tolerance for the opposing view and abusing people we
disagree with has become a human right in our society, championed by top politicians and party
leaders.
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Several political parties, commendably, issued statements condemning the racist attack and slammed
the behaviour of ELAM which was described as fascist, extremist, and ultra-nationalist among other
things. But it is not only the racist, violent behaviour that should have been slammed - their intolerant,
aggressive ultra-nationalism which could eventually pose a threat to our democracy and our liberties
should also have been castigated by the political parties.

Perhaps this was too much to expect, at a time when threatening behaviour and bullying is considered
part of the right to free speech. But we should consider that the violence against a defenceless
Nigerian on Tuesday could at some point be directed against a treacherous supporter of re-unification,
for his ‘lack of a national conscience’.

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Police raid slave labour farm (01/09/10)

September 1, 2010

A 52-YEAR-OLD farmer was yesterday arrested on charges of worker exploitation, following a police
sting at two sites in the Nicosia area.

During the operation, conducted around 4.30am jointly by the police’s human trafficking unit,
Immigration, the CID and Labour Ministry officials, police located 32 foreign nationals in total.

Acting on a tipoff, police first raided a farm, owned by a Cypriot couple, where they located 27 foreign
nationals living in shacks. Thirteen of the foreign workers - including nationals from Sri Lanka,
Pakistan, India and Egypt — were determined to be residing illegally on the island.

A second search, with the participation of UN officers, then followed at a farming estate bordering the
buffer zone at Peristerona. Here, police located another five foreign nationals, all men.

The men subsequently made a number of allegations against their 52-year-old Cypriot employer.
Among other things, they claim that they were forced to work long hours, and that their travel
documents and pay were withheld. The employer was placed under arrest shortly later.

At both sites raided by the police, living conditions were appalling, with the workers forced to live and
sleep in squalid, rundown shacks. In one case, 12 persons had to share a single sleeping quarters,
whereas the lack of space forced some of the workers to sleep outdoors in the fields.

Last night all 32 foreign workers were being held at the local Peristerona police station. Police could not
say whether the illegal residents would be deported immediately, but did not rule out further arrests in
the case.

Labour Minister Soteroulla Charalambous said later the operation was part of a broader campaign to
crack down on illegal employment on the island.

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Foreign women complain of racism, sexism in Cyprus (06/10/10

October 6, 2010

WOMEN from Bulgaria and Romania who have been in Cyprus for a long time have complained that
most Cypriot men view them as sex objects and they often face sexual overtures, a survey presented
yesterday concluded.

“Often, when I walk home from work, men stop and ask to take me with them or sometimes they ask
how much money I want,” one woman said.

Another said her driving licence examiner had asked for sex in exchange for passing the test, while
another claimed she was sexually harassed by her boss and threatened with dismissal if she did not
agree.

The survey, carried out on behalf of the Socialist Women’s Movement, was qualitative and involved
eight focus groups with women from Britain, Bulgaria, Romania, Greece and Pontos.

The Bulgarian and Romanian women said it was not difficult for them to find work on the island.

Most are employed in bakeries and supermarkets while others work in clinics and homes for the
elderly.

Despite the ease in finding work, the women complained about the disparities in pay compared with
Cypriot women. One supermarket pays them €4 per hour while their Cypriot colleagues make €5, they
said.

However, the women said they had a hard time finding a place to live because most landlords did not
want to rent to them.

"I called a gentleman and when I told him I am from Bulgaria he told me the flat had been rented. I
told a Cypriot colleague to call and she was told it was available and she could view it whenever she
wanted,” one woman said.

Most feel they are the victims of racism but partly justify this by the relatively high number of
Bulgarian and Romanian nationals implicated in crimes.

They did however censure the media, which cultivates a xenophobic climate.

Pontian women living in Cyprus also face adjustment problems as they are victims of racism at work,
in their neighbourhood and their children’s schools.

“My kids are always to blame for anything that happens at school,” a Pontian woman said. "One day
when they were ill and did not go to school they were accused of breaking a window and police came
round to take statements.”

They too, like the Romanian and Bulgarian women, have difficulties finding places to live.

“After a lot of difficulties I found a house in Strovolos (Nicosia) and I bought it. I asked the woman who
sold it to me what she had told the neighbours and she said she told them I was Greek because they
did not want Pontians in the neighbourhood.”

Greek women who took part in the survey said they did not have any problems in Cyprus with some
finding it better than Greece.

In contrast to Bulgarian, Romanian, and Pontian women, those from Britain appear unwilling to learn
Greek since almost all Cypriots speak English well.
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Most have settled on the island permanently after retirement or are here for work or have followed
their spouse who works in Cyprus.

Their children adjust well in English-language private schools while usually they prefer to socialise with
other families from Britain.

A lot of them, mainly older - possibly because Cyprus used to be a British colony -consider Cypriots to
be beneath them and are often snobbish towards them, the survey said.

But at least some of the British women interviewed appeared to be content with Cypriot hospitality and
security.

“Our neighbours in the village where I live with my husband many times bring us traditional sweets
and foods they make... they are very friendly with us.”

Another one said: “Security is very important for me. Here I let my children play outside on the street
or go to the convenience store on their own. In England you could never do that.. in the
neighbourhood I lived in England they shot three people outside my house.”

The survey was conducted in May by Insights Market Research in cooperation with the European
University of Nicosia. It comprised of interviews that lasted between 90 minutes and two hours.

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Activists call on Archbishopric to clarify links to racist grou 13/11/10

THE ARCHBISHOPRIC needs to make clear whether it has been financing far right organisations or not,
said migrant rights’ activist Doros Polycarpou yesterday.

Speaking at the presentation of a study on racist crimes yesterday, the head of migrant support group
KISA called on the Archbishopric to clarify its link, or not, to extreme organisations like those involved
in the attack on a group of festival goers at Larnaca promenade last Friday.

Polycarpou said he had “unconfirmed reports” that the Archbishopric was financially supporting racist
groups.

“"We have unconfirmed reports that to some degree these organisations are receiving financial
assistance from the Archbishopric for their activities,” he said.

He called on the church to deny the charges if they were unfounded, adding that the participation of
certain groups with connections to the church at last week’s anti-migrant march was a cause for
concern.

The under-fire NGO representative has been the subject of criticism for last week'’s violent clashes after
KISA’s decision to hold an anti-racist festival in Larnaca to counter the planned anti-migrant march by
extremist organisations.

The police and Polycarpou have exchanged accusations as to who was to blame, with the latter arguing
that police were too ill-prepared, under-equipped and unorganised, failing in their duty to keep the two
groups apart.

KISA handed over photographic and video material to Larnaca CID in the hope of criminal prosecution,
reportedly showing members of the public instigating the violence.

Polycarpou yesterday said the people involved in the fracas and allegedly identified in the video
material were “people that none of us would suspect”. He proceeded to list a Nicosia high school
literature teacher, a judge from Greece, a person with a leading role in the Larnaca scouts and an
Agriculture Ministry official.

He warned that last week’s events revealed that these fringe organisations have now acquired “access
to significant people in decision-making centres”.

Justice Minister Loucas Louca said yesterday that the police file on last week’s violent episode has been
handed over to the Attorney-general to decide on whether any criminal offences were committed,
including possible racist crimes. The police will also evaluate whether any disciplinary offences were
committed.

Meanwhile, co-author of the report on “Racist and related hate crimes” in Cyprus, Nicos Trimikliniotis,
said yesterday that last week'’s incident “was not a bolt out of the blue”.

Trimikliniotis, from the National Focal Point for Racism and Xenophobia, highlighted the inadequacies of
the recording and monitoring of racist related crimes in Cyprus, with real cases exceeding official
figures.

He estimated that the recent escalation of racist crime was “based on the fact that the measures taken
are not effective because the relevant provisions of the law are not being implemented”, adding that
the situation was “deteriorating”.

Head of the Authority against Racism and Discrimination, Aristos Tsiartas, didn't hold back in his
assessment on the recent violence. "The symbolism of the raw violence shows that the explosion and
diffusion of criminal violence unfortunately is winning continuous ground and now taking on alarming
proportions,” he said.
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“Without doubt, the problem of racism and xenophobia is becoming a dangerous issue in Cyprus,” he
said, adding that violent racist acts were increasing with the main culprits appearing to be young
members of far-right organisations.

He said the report compiled by Trimikliniotis and Corina Demetriou was “timely”.

Noting the wide-spread condemnation of last week’s violence, Tsiartas described as “less
understandable and somewhat hypocritical” those who, on the one hand, feign surprise and concern,
and on the other, systematically reinforce their “bigoted and anti-migrant rhetoric, poisoning society
with feelings of insecurity and fear”.

A characteristic thread linking all recent cases of racial crime is the lack of punishment of perpetrators.

He proceeded to ask: “What sanctions were imposed on those responsible for mass invasion into the
homes of migrants in Ipsonas (Limassol) two years ago? What sanctions were imposed on those who
attacked en masse, in December 2008, a pupil of African descent in a basketball match? What
sanctions were imposed against those who attacked Turkish Cypriots who dared to go down Makarios
Avenue (in Nicosia) two years ago? What sanctions were imposed on the perpetrators who attacked an
African student on July 20 (2010)? Or the perpetrators of the attack on the building of the Palestinian
community in Larnaca last April?”

He called on the relevant authorities to record, monitor and tackle racist and hate crimes with
decisiveness and resolve.

“What comes out of the report is that racist violence against migrants unfortunately is a painful reality
of modern Cypriot society,” said Tsiartas.

Nicosia Mayor Eleni Mavrou concurred: “From the findings of the report and other studies preceding it,
I think you will agree that there is prejudice, there is xenophobia and there is racism.”

Lagging behind

THE REPORT on ‘Racist and related hate crimes’ revealed that Cyprus is lagging far behind in
recording, monitoring and dealing with race crimes.

“Unfortunately, despite the significant improvements made after EU accession, our country has no
tradition of effective recording and monitoring of racist or other hate crimes,” said co-author Nicos
Trimikliniotis.

The report is based on evidence collected on behalf of the EU Agency for Fundamental Rights.

According to the report, recording racist crime began in 2005 with the police creating “a rather basic
mechanism” for recording racial incidents. It notes that the relevant police unit is understaffed and
overloaded with other mandates.

Co-author Corina Demetriou highlights that since 2005, around five to six racist attacks were recorded
on average each year. In reality, cases are much higher but tend to go unreported, either as a result of
state inadequacies or the victim’s fear or reluctance to do so. Only two of these cases were prosecuted
for racism related offences since 2005 when the recording system came into operation.

Regarding the prosecution of racially motivated crimes, the report notes a humber of restrictive factors
including: “the dilemma in safeguarding freedom of speech, the wide discretion of the Attorney General
to prosecute or not and the negative precedent of the Court acquitting a blatant far right offender in
2005” which made the prosecution authorities reluctant to prosecute offenders for racial crime.

“Instead a tendency has developed to prosecute for lesser offences (breach of the peace, assault etc)
in order to secure convictions,” it added.

Citing research on racial hatred, the report reveals “the negative predisposition of Cypriots towards
immigration and towards non-Greek-Cypriots which manifests itself into violence towards particularly
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vulnerable groups such as the female migrant domestic workers, black footballers at the pitch and
Turkish Cypriots”.

The study attributes the escalation of racial violence in recent years to the rise in far right extremist
elements coupled with the inadequacy of measures to combat racial hatred.

“Little is available by way of good practice in this area,” it concludes.

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More arrests in racist attacks (17/11/10)

POLICE ARRESTED another two youths yesterday in connection with a series of reportedly racist
attacks against members of the public in an area of Nicosia on Friday night, bringing to six the total
number of arrests.

Police also confirmed that a seventh person has come forward reporting that he was the victim of an
unprovoked attack last Friday by a gang of black-clad youths in the area near the Hilton Hotel in the
capital.

According to police, a 25-year-old German student at the University of Cyprus was walking near a
petrol station on Limassol Avenue on Friday night when one of the gang came towards him and
punched him.

The seventh assault follows a similar pattern to other assaults reported that night, where groups of
black-clad youths wearing hoods and caps randomly attacked pedestrians and taxi drivers with pepper
spray and expandable batons between the hours of 9pm and 10.30pm, some of whom had to be
treated for injuries at Nicosia hospital’s emergency unit.

Police spokesman Michalis Katsounotos yesterday condemned the “unjustified and unprovoked”
attacks, noting the assailants’ motives appeared to be racist.

"It seems Nicosia Divisional Police Commander Kypros Michaelides’ comments regarding the assailants’
motives are proved correct with this latest case,” he said.

Based on statements taken by the detained youths, Michaelides said on Monday that it appeared their
motive was to target foreigners while on the rampage.

“The police strongly condemn such racist and xenophobic incidents. Society must act to wipe out these
unacceptable phenomena,” said Katsounotos.

He added that police have taken extra measures in the area, including increased patrol cars and foot
patrols.

Victims of the seven attacks on Friday included a man from Mali, a 29-year-old female Cypriot doctor
mistaken for a Chinese woman, two taxi drivers, a 27-year-old Cypriot, a 16-year-old pupil of English
and Armenian Cypriot heritage, and the 25-year-old German student.

A police source told the Cyprus Mail yesterday that all victims gave very similar descriptions of their
attackers. Two youths aged 17 and 18 were arrested on Saturday and remanded on Sunday for six
days. Another two youths aged 17 and 18 were arrested on Sunday. The 18-year-old was charged and
released, while the 17-year-old was remanded on Monday for five days.

Yesterday, police arrested another 16 and 17 year old, who both attend schools in Nicosia. They are
due in court today for a remand hearing.

According to police, all five detained teenagers have been linked to the series of assaults that took
place last Friday and will likely be investigated in connection with charges of robbery, attempted
robbery, possession of an assault weapon, causing damage, and assault causing actual bodily harm.

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School hit by interracial violence (17/02/11

February 17, 2011

VERGINA High School in Larnaca yesterday erupted in violence as dozens of Greek Cypriot pupils
fought with Palestinian and other Arabic-speaking classmates in the school yard.

The massive brawl, which included the arrival of around 25 pupils from neighbouring schools, led to
four pupils being slightly injured and parts of the school vandalised.

Preliminary police investigations showed that the fight started with an unprovoked attack by Greek
Cypriot pupils on their foreign classmates. Greek Cypriot pupils hit back, saying they were being
provoked on a daily basis and yesterday’s violence was just the situation coming to a head. Their
complaints were endorsed by the head of the school’s parents’ association.

The violence came nearly a week after a policeman was injured in a demonstration outside Larnaca
Welfare Office where Palestinian refugees were protesting against the late payment of their benefit
cheques. Five of the eleven Palestinians arrested in that incident are due to be deported.

Police spokesman Michalis Katsounotos said the exact details of yesterday’s conflict would become
known once Larnaca Police Headquarters’ investigation into the matter is complete.

“But after a preliminary investigation, it seems that at around 9am, 20 to 25 Greek Cypriot pupils from
a school so far unknown, arrived at Vergina Lyceum in Larnaca,” said Katsounotos. “There, they got
together with around 100 pupils from Vergina Lyceum and came into conflict with 15 Arabic-speaking
pupils from the specific school.”

He said the fracas started in the school yard and then expanded into the school building, where
teachers had taken the small group of foreign pupils to protect them from the angry mob.

“Police immediately arrived at the scene and order was restored,” said Katsounotos.

One Greek Cypriot and two Palestinian children were injured slightly and treated on the school
grounds, while another Greek Cypriot was taken to Larnaca General Hospital, where he was treated for
cuts and bruises.

The 15 foreign pupils were taken out of the school and to police headquarters, for their own protection
and to give statements.

Katsounotos called on “everyone without exception” to show self control.
“Violence doesn’t solve anything, but intensifies matters, leading to further violence,” he said.

Government Spokesman Stefanos Stefanou said the government was determined to take measures to
restore law and order. He added that the same determination was shown by the Interior Minister on
Tuesday, when he decided to deport five adults that were involved in last week’s attack.

“Pupils from another school united with pupils from the school where the incidents took place and
attacked a group of foreign students,” said Stefanou. “People can reach their own conclusions on
whether or not this is related to the incidents that took place a few days ago at the welfare office,” he
added.

Both incidents are condemnable regardless, said Stefanou, adding that they were not only a violation
of the law, but also a threat to democracy.

Vergina High School’s deputy headmaster, George Georgiou, said the recent troubles in Larnaca - the
policeman’s beating, but also violent clashes a few months ago between festival goers at the annual
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Rainbow festival and participators in a march against illegal immigrants - had resulted in yesterday’s
incident.

“The children for us are our pupils, independent of their race and religion,” said Georgiou.

He added that the school also condemned the Greek Cypriot pupils’ behaviour, which he said had taken
teachers by surprise.

According to Georgiou, the school will return to operation as normal today, though the Arabic speaking
children will be absent for the next few days, until the spirits have calmed.

Greek Cypriot pupils from the school yesterday told reporters that trouble had been brewing for a
while, with violent outbursts between Palestinian and Greek Cypriot pupils being a daily phenomenon.

A number of the pupils claimed they had often seen Palestinian children bring out knives during
altercations.

They added that not only was all this going on in the full knowledge of “everyone”, they were
pretending that nothing was going on.

“Palestinians come to our school, they bring knives, they throw glasses; our classmate was injured and
taken to hospital,” said one teary schoolgirl. "We can’t face the situation anymore. Our parents bring
us to school and we are in real danger. I am determined to leave this school.”

When it was pointed out that initial investigations suggested the Greek Cypriot schoolchildren had
initiated the violence, she insisted: “No, the Palestinians provoke us daily at our school. What were we
going to do, sit there and have them beat us?”

She added, “"They often take out knives in front of pupils. Today, it wasn't just us that were in danger
but also our teachers.”

Another pupil said pure fanaticism was to blame. “Fanaticism... It didnt take much; a fight started at
school and we separated into two groups. This kind of thing has happened before at our school and at
times it was worse, with knives and other such things.”

The head of the school’s parents association, Maria Angelidou, backed the pupils - to an extent. “The
fact that there is provocation on behalf of the Palestinians is true. But both sides are to blame; it isn't
just the Arabic speakers and we need to find an immediate solution.”

The school’s headmaster and district school authority yesterday refused to make an official statement.

But Education Minister Andreas Demetriou said those responsible should be found and punished. He
added that racist and xenophobic phenomena - especially in Larnaca - were being passed on from
society to the schools.

“I unreservedly and categorically condemn the incidents,” said Demetriou. “I feel they stigmatise
society, civilisation, democracy and our education and they can never be accepted.”

Migrants’ support group KISA said the fact that the police arrived to remove all Arabic-speaking pupils
indefinitely — “with the excuse that it was for their protection” - was just a temporary solution to the
problem.

“The continuation of the pupils’ presence and their safety within their school is of primary significance
to deal with these phenomena,” it said in a statement.
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“KISA condemns the new incidents of violence, this time against Palestinian pupils by evidently racist
elements, which adds further to the extremely worrying surge of racism and racist violence in our
country,” it announced.

KISA added that if felt this racism was spurred on by politicians and other public personalities, as well
as part of the media, which it said further, reinforced the climate of xenophobia in Cyprus society.

“The result of this climate is catastrophic, not just for the Palestinians and other refugees, as well as
migrants in general, but for Cypriot society as a whole, which is evident from today’s attack in a
Larnaca school,” said KISA.

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An assessment of overall trends and patterns (Extract from Racist Violence
in Cyprus Report) (Maprtng 2011)

March 2011

Due to the historical background of the ethnic conflict in Cyprus and the ongoing segregation of the
two local communities, it is not surprising that there has been very little said or done to tackle
discrimination, racism and racist violence in Cyprus. Research on race and migrant related
discriminatory practices and racism is still very rare as monitoring systems are either inadequate or
non-existent. The prominent position of the ‘Cyprus problem’ in every political debate has resulted in a
weak tradition of anti-discrimination laws and policies. Racism has never really been a priority issue for
any government, nor for the civil society, with the exception of a few independent NGOs such as KISA,
which usually lack funding and support. Under such circumstances, NGOs in Cyprus are restrained
when challenging unjust policies and discriminatory practices.

In addition, crimes related to racist violence are not properly documented by the Cyprus police, either
because of institutional racism that exists or because of the authorities’ tendency to ignore issues
related to migrants and racism altogether. The intention of this report is to produce an overview and a
brief analysis of data available from sources such as national daily newspapers and NGO reports. The
latter constitute a vital source of information on cases of racist violence. Furthermore, they include
cases that victims never intended to report to the police, which is often the case when the victims
concerned have insecure residence status or, perhaps, little confidence in the police.

Evidently, there is no comprehensive monitoring system regarding racial discrimination and violence,
just as there has been relatively little interest in racial victimisation (or even other kinds of criminal
victimisation) of migrants or other ethnic communities in Cyprus. Since no accurate official data on
racist violence in Cyprus has ever been published, it is impossible to cite statistics on the number of
racist crimes in the country. Nonetheless, according to NGO reports and newspaper articles, there have
been a large number of racist incidents since early 2000.

Furthermore, due to the fact that Cyprus only became a host country of migrants since the 1990’s and
of asylum seekers since 2000, the tensions and the ongoing bi-communal conflicts between the Greek
Cypriot and the Turkish Cypriot communities perpetuate xenophobic perceptions towards groups of
different religious or ethnic origins, other than the dominant groups. This pattern of intolerance is
becoming more and more evident and as a result it has evolved into racist crime and violence against
the increasing number of migrants from various countries. At the same time, Cypriot media
irresponsibly and continually exploit this trend, fuelling the xenophobic character of the society.

In recent years there is a noticeable rise in anti racial behaviour and race related mob attacks. Very
recently in July 2010, in the centre of the capital Nicosia, during a demonstration by the ultra-
nationalist youth group ELAM (Greek popular front), some Asian students were chased and a Nigerian
passer-by was badly beaten and forced into the path of a moving car just because of his colour and
race.

Last year on 29 December 2009, the same ultra-nationalist group, organized the first ever fascist and
nationalistic march in the centre of Nicosia with an estimated 80 - 150 people participating. They were
carrying a banner saying ‘every foreign worker equals an unemployed Greek’.

In April 2010, the Palestinian cultural centre of Larnaca was burned down by unknown persons.
However, taking into account previous attacks on the centre and various racist slogans frequently
written on its walls, it is assumed that the motive was racist and nationalistic.

Another problem is racism in sports; some football fans openly display their racist behaviour, for
example spraying graffiti swastikas or using provocative banners with nationalist slogans. In 2009
APOEL a local club was charged by UFEA due to the racist behaviour by its supporters. Furthermore, on
19th February 2009 a group of Turkish Cypriots were attacked by Appollon Football Club hooligans.
After the game, football fanatics attacked Turkish Cypriot cars while they were waiting at traffic light
junction.
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Moreover, according to the media, there are often reported incidents of racist attacks against Turkish
Cypriots since the partial lifting of the restrictions to freedom of movement on the island in 2003.
However, the penalties given were not very effective.

In November 2006, 15 to 20 Greek Cypriot teenagers, believed to be members of an ultranationalist
group, entered the grounds of the English School and attacked a group of the school's Turkish Cypriot
students, causing minor injuries. In February 2009 a Turkish Cypriot cemetery in Limassol was
attacked by unknown persons, destroying headstones and causing other material damage. In addition,
there is an increase in the number of extreme nationalist web-sites and blogs which include hatred and
racist verbal attacks against migrants and the Turkish Cypriots.

The European Network of Legal Experts which reviews the latest developments in EU anti-
discrimination laws and policies in Member States makes no reference to race or migrant-related issues
regarding anti-discrimination laws and practices of Cyprus, which may account for the government’s
disregard of racism and discrimination.

Although Cyprus has officially developed a relatively good system on collecting data for various
statistical purposes, there are no data collection mechanisms in place with regard to racist violence.
Therefore, the full extent of racist crime in Cyprus is overshadowed by the lack of adequate official
data. Although the police keep annual records on all crimes committed, it appears that only two racist
crimes were committed in 2005, eighteen in 20065, three in 2007, six in 2008 and eight in 2009.
However, according to relevant data collected by NGOs these numbers are not accurate and thus fail to
reflect the actual dimension of racist violence and crime in Cyprus.

This is due mainly to two factors: 1) racist crimes are often not reported to the police out of fear,
especially when irregular-migrants are involved and 2) those racist crimes that are reported to the
police are rarely classified as such, but are treated as common penal law offences. Furthermore, there
is no information available as to whether recorded racist crimes have been prosecuted as such or as
common penal law offences. Even when some cases were recorded as racist crimes and prosecuted as
such, there is no evidence to suggest that Cypriot courts considered racial motivation to be of any
significance when imposing penalties due to the lack of legislative provisions to that effect. What's
more, the above statistics do not seem to include incidents of racist behaviour or racist violence
committed by police officers, a phenomenon that is not so rare according to NGOs. It is worth
mentioning that racist violence committed by police officers does not form part of the statistical
information available on the official website of the Cyprus police, even though relevant records are
kept in file.

In 2007 the lack of national data on hate crimes in Cyprus was highlighted in the annual report of the
Fundamental Rights Agency (FRA) when FRA reported that Cyprus claimed not a single case of racist
violence. The Chairman of the House of Parliament Human Rights Committee stated ‘we didn’t hand in
a report, because we believe there is no racism in Cyprus’. In 2009 the European Commission against
Racism and Intolerance noted in its report that ‘the situation continues to be worrying’ in Europe and
an increase in racist violence and crime is reported in Bulgaria and Cyprus.

In some instances, ministry officials have also been accused of covering up incidents of racist violence.
More precisely, officials of the Ministry of Education and Culture were accused by the Ombudsman for
ignoring a racist attack against a 15 year old African Cypriot which is mentioned below.

It is also repeatedly demonstrated that the police make wide use of violence on a regular basis. The
use of violence against migrants and the mass violation of their rights by the police is an area of grave
concern to human rights organizations and other NGOs and agencies. This is also mentioned in
international reports. In 2009 the Ombudsman which also functions as the Authority against Racism
and Discrimination, criticised the police for ‘stubbornly refusing to acknowledge racist incidents and to
confront them with the necessary decisiveness’. The report mentioned an incident where a gang of 30
Greek Cypriot youths rampaged through a village (Ypsonas), verbally and physically abusing migrants
living in the area and vandalizing their properties. The youths used sticks, iron pipes and stones in
their attacks, leaving four victims - two individuals from Great Britain, one from Romania and another
one from Bulgaria - with injuries requiring hospital treatment. When the perpetrators were arrested,
they admitted that they aimed to ’hit any foreigner they came across and teach them not to make
trouble’, while also shouting ‘foreigners out of Ypsonas’ and ‘we’re going to bury you all’. However, the
police decided not to charge them on racist violence but on other, lesser, charges, such as causing
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actual bodily harm, public aggression, and malicious damage to property, etc. Other international
human rights organizations, such as Amnesty International, have also highlighted this kind of abuse of
power by the police. Moreover, the Country Report on Human Rights Practices in Cyprus - 2009 states
that 'there were reports of police abuse and degrading treatment of persons in custody and asylum
seekers’.

Acts of racist violence are usually silenced and not treated with due consideration in Cyprus. Even in
the most blatant cases of racist violence are reduced to isolated incidents and do not acknowledge the
extent of the problem of racist violence and crime in Cyprus. By having such an approach there is no
need to give it proper consideration. It is against this background that NGOs in Cyprus make every
effort to record, review and assess racist violence.

Typical case study

On 18 December 2008, forty teenagers attacked a 14-year-old Cypriot girl, whose family had
repatriated from Sudan, after her team won a volleyball match. The youths reportedly shouted racist
comments while punching and kicking her repeatedly, thus resulting in the girl’s hospitalisation with
serious injuries. The incident was reported by the father of the victim, but despite several attempts his
complaint was never documented.

In fact, when the police were informed of the incident, soon after it occurred, their only measure to
protect the girl was locking her in the school until her father arrived to take her to the hospital.
According to the Executive Director of KISA, no one was arrested, no statements were taken and no
one was charged for that violent crime. KISA brought the matter to the attention of the media,
submitted a formal complaint to the Ombudsman and reported the father’s failed attempts to give a
statement to the police.

According to a press release made by KISA, ‘this is one of the most serious crimes concerning racist
violence in Cyprus, since the sole reason of the attack was the young girl’s skin colour'14. KISA also
criticised the police for failing to demonstrate any sense of sympathy towards incidents of racist
violence, as well as for their failure to record such incidents. It is noteworthy that KISA held a protest
demonstration in an effort to raise awareness about racist violence.

A few months later, the Ombudsman 15 compiled a report that accused officials from the Ministry of
Education and Culture for attempting to cover up the racist attack against the 14-year-old Cypriot pupil
of African descentl6. The report also noted the apparent reluctance of police officers to file a formal
report, but stressed that one report was eventually filed after the Ombudsman office interfered. The
report stated that ‘the relevant authorities are silent on the real parameters of the incident. We get an
image of an education system that is obviously confused and refuses to accept the nature of this racist
incident’.

The school’s board of teachers investigated the incident and decided to expel one student and
suspended five others for a few days. However, the punishment that was delivered was not intended to
reprimand the pupils’ racist conduct, but to redress the insults that the said pupils directed at the
deputy headmistress of the school. Likewise, while the Secretary of the Cyprus Secondary Teachers
Union (OELMEK) 17 condemned the incident, he refused to acknowledge its racist nature saying that
‘'we will not accept under any circumstances that there is racism in our schools’.
