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tity to the other so that it becomes, by hook and by crook,
the latter's own identity.

So the issue is not merely a disciplinary one, but
strikes at the heart of the general relation between power
and representation. The so-called state which was a still-
born child since its establishment has crystallized in the
political centre the two divided ideas, enosis and taksim,
with their gurus as leaders, where each leader continues
to defend the interest of his community by opposing each
other. Although the state in general was supposed to
maintain a mission to coerce regulation in daily life and
render cultural interests viable. That is to be able, to be ca-
pable to complete a degree of economic solvency, offers
more or less complete list of neutral services, and defends
its borders with civil bureaucrats and combatants within
the political centre. The individual progress of each com-
munity was dependent on the moneys that they were re-
ceiving from the state.

Second the Need; The Turks and Greeks in the island
never felt the need of a Nation-State that would mark
their togetherness. The need was seen in the attachment
to the two motherlands. England, Greece and Turkey,
three Nato allies, give a tripod support militarily, eco-
nomically and culturally so that the Cypriots get used to
each other and find the need in unity. This tripod howev-
er in the island has never fallen apart. Beside this tripod
of international security at the local level, the Greeks and
Turks had their own combatants in order to protect their
utopias, enosis for Greek and taksim for the Turks.

Third the Want; Neither the operators of both state ad-
ministrations, nor the Greek majority of those who
thought Greek uniformity was enough to make of Cyprus
only Greek. Always and everywhere, the search for self-
satisfaction defies the pressures of moral responsibilities
and as well as collective responsibilities. Thus the want
based on de-differentiation, has pushed both communi-
ties to live in a divided island. The North and South of the
island are two aliens living next door to one another and
nothing new is happening. Events in the island is based
on old obscenity; federation... confederation..., unifica-
tion..., integration..., becomes repetitive as in all tradition-
al ceremonies. Events of obscenities which are more or
less ephemeral because they no longer have any resolu-
tion except in Media, and retains a spectral of “deja-vu’.

This does not mean that a solution in the island will
occur if they transformed the existing order, because the
Cypriots, Turks/Greeks, are de-traditionalizing them-
selves, obviously they are changing in cultural traditions
and in their way of living, certainly religious guardians
want be anymore as a leader of Greek Cypriots. But in po-
litical tradition they are as they were, and will stay as they
are; bi-communal as in old times, that means in colonial
times. The social life in the island is not a place were bi-
communal ethnicity can be defined as those aspects of so-

cial relationships and process in which cultural differ-
ences is communicated. This articulation of the sameness
can only happen out of Cyprus. In cosmopolitan world
they confront with new morality which is based on rela-
tionship. Giddens emphasizes that this relationship is a
relationship of equals; each person has respect for and
wants the best for them, This new relationship is based
upon communication so that understanding each other
persons point of view is essential and is freed from arbi-
trary power, coercion or violence.

In the modern times, security is the only project in the
minds of every Cypriots, and no risks can be tolerated in
changing the existing order. The root of the term risk
comes from Portuguese term which is to “dare’; when you
dare or are bold about something that you must take
risks. Ulrich Beck says that risk may be defined “as a sys-
tematic way of dealing with hazards and insecurities in-
duced and introduced by modernization itself . Thereby
including in the very definition the idea that what makes
the hazards “risks” is that they are problems for technol-
ogy not merely problems of technology.

In the concept of "Risk Society" of Beck's "Risks" enter
the stage already appropriated and managed by science
and technology as their unquestioned domain. Mary
Douglas recently suggested that in public discourse ‘the
idea of risk is transcribed simply as unacceptable danger”
and become decorative flourish for the word “danger".

On the other hand Anthony Giddens, goes as far as
defining modernity as a “risk culture’. The concept of risk
becomes fundamental to the way both lay actors and tech-
nical specialists organize the moral world. The late mod-
ern world is apocalyptic, not because it is inevitably head-
ing towards calamity, but because it introduces risks
which previous generations have not had to face.

As social scientist I think that when you look at the et-
ymology of the notion of “risk” you can say that life has
been always been dangerous and hazardous, but danger
and hazard are not the same as risk. Peter Berneisteins in
his work Against the Gods® defines a world preordained
universe established by the Gods and the rise of risks is
associated with the rise of probability theory, mathemati-
cal theories, of calculation, and that these were influenced
in turn by the rise of the modern economic theory.

Well, in the case of Cyprus the risk to change the ex-
isting order is to be able to answer calculation of the un-
certainty, of what will happen if the established “order” is
changed., or how to disproof that risk, has nothing to do
with security and certainty. Risk as Pooper argued, is be-
ing able to knock down a hypothesis rather than to con-
firm it. So, it is not about proof it is about disproof™ In the
case of Cypriots there is no future projects for together-
ness so there is no risk to take.; and the presence of the
barricades which separates the north and the south from

Make known how peace-builders in other conflict ridden parts of the world are working, the problems they are facing, the
similarities and differences with the conflict in Cyprus and so on.

Provide space for alternative history writing.

Provide an environment for working and producing together.

Promote a change in attitudes and contribute to establishing a peace culture within and between the two communities.
To provide space for creative cultural and artistic expression.
